Kentucky Town’s Mayor Bitter {
Guard Called In Segregation

By GEORGE HACKETT

CLAY, Ky. (AP)—"We went to
bed a peaceable, law - abiding
communily and awoke looking like
a police state in Russia."

The words, bitterly spoken,
were those of Herman Z. Clark,
mayor of this Kentucky town for
20 years. His town had been in-
vaded the day before by Kentucky
National Guardsmen ordered to
see that two Negroes entered Clay
School in line with the United
States Supreme Court order end-
ln! segregation.

“They called out 500 guardsmen
to force our white children out of
their own school and put two Ne-
groes in,” he said. ‘‘our (guards-
men) could have done the job. We
mean no harm to anyone.”

Thursday only one white stu-
dent showed up for classes with
James and Teresa Gordon, young
’r;legroes from a nearby commun-
y.

Former Cossack
Would Like More
Soviet Visitors

TORONTO (CP) A former
Cossack officer says groups who
demonstrate against Soviet visit-
ors here are really helping the
Communist cause.

Such demonstrators drive Rus-
sians and westerners farther apart
says Dr. Boris Skey, retired agri-
cultural economist.

Dr. Skey acted as translator for
two groups of Russian agricul-
tural experts who were in Canada
last year, and also for Russian
Orthodox church leaders who were
in Canada last winter.

He says he learned from these
experiences that Canadians and
Russians can get along if they
forget the political bitterness
growing out of opposing ideologies,
URGES CALM

“New Canadians who fight these
visits are so emotionally involved
—and understandably so — that
they act against their own inter-
ests,” said Dr. Skey.

He believes they should work
instead for more visits by Rus-
sians.

Dr. Skey broke with the Russian
Culture Club, which he helped to
found, because it attacked the
Russian church leaders as Com-

munist government agents.
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“It is our duty to approa
Russian visitors in such p.p wady'
that it will strengthen their hy.
man side,” he said.

“If these people are treated
kindly, and if they see the truth

perhaps they will tell other Rus
sians.”
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
