lege in New York City. The
team devoted 10 years to the
study of the Canadian county,
the population of which is half
English- and half French-speak-
ing.

The county was not identified.

A survey of 1,010 persons re-
vealed that 40 per cent of the
women and 21 per cent of the
men showed clear signs of psy-
chiatric disorder, while about

per cent of both men and
women indicated “probable”
signs of mental illness.

team concluded that

about 20 per cent of the popu-

lation of the Canadian county
“has definite need for psychi-
atric help. while a larger per-
centage would presumably
assisted by either pre\'enllve or
therapeutic measures.”

A similar survey in midtown
Manhattan at about the same
time disclosed that 23.4 per cent
of the population was in need
of psychiatric help.
