ANIMALS IN THE UNITED STATES-

The Fears of the Selentists Who Love the

Study of Natural History ~Habits of the

Buffulo—A Four Milllon Ierd of Mov-

tag Flesh

The scientistg of Washington are
much alarmed at the possible extinc-
tion of the buffalo. Mr. Lumley, the
head of the Smithsonian Institution.
says Frank C. Carpenter in Phlladel-
phia Press, does not think that there
are as many as 100 buifiloes left ip

the United States, There are a few n
the National Park, a small herd at
Washington and In the Zoological

Gardens at Philadelphia. Austin Cor-
bin, the New York millionairs, has
several, and it may be that there are
some small scattering in Aif-
ferent parts of the west., Of these,
however, the' Smithsonian Instituticn
bas no record, and such as exist are

herds

probably half-breed: The only pure
buffaloes outside t!i- above are Tncee
of the Yellowstone Park, which two
years ago numbered about 200 head,

and which are now reduced to fifty.
It is Mr. Langley's idea that they
should be brought to Washington and

put in the National Zoological Park
there. The main purpose of purchasing
this park was for the protection of

such things as the buffalo and other
Amag'can animals liable to become ex-
tinct.

Cne of the largest buffaloeg ever
krown was shot by Mr. Hornaday. It
the

is now preserved in
National Museum, It is now
five feet eight inches at the

shculders, and is ten feet two inches
long from nose to tail. Many buffaloes
weigh over 1600 pounds. The natural
life of the animal is about twenty-
five years. The cows usually breed
once a year and bhegin breeding at
the age of two years. The buffalo ealf
at birth is covered with red hair. This
hailr changes after a time to brown
and then black. The hair on the head
of a buffalo is very long. Many a
weman, in fact, would be glad to have
as long hair as one of the stuffed buf-
fzlces in the National Museum, which
measures, I am told, twenty-two
frches.

The buffalo cows weigh less than
the bulls, a good, fat one weighing
from 1000 to 1200 pounds. They have
small udders, but their milk is very
rich.

The value of buffaloes has been in
creasing more rapidly than anything
in this country. Town lots in Chicago
are nothing to them. About ten years
ago they were a drug on the market
Thousands of them were killed for
their tongues. but a good buffalo 1=
now worth at least $500 when dead.
Its skin is worth from $100 and up-
ward, according to quality, and the
head is worth from $300 to $590 for
mounting anl preservation as a relic
of this great animal of the past. Such
Is the value of a dead buffal>. Like
buffaloes for breeding are worth much
more, and I am told that the Govern

ment buffaloes are worth froin $1000
to $2000 apiece.
Few people are now awars of the

former wonderful extent of the buffalo

Ne animal has ever existed in such
large numbers nor covered so much
territory. In 1871, now only twenty-
five years ago, Colonel R. I. Dodge

rcde for fifty miles through a herd of
buffaloes, which he estimated as being

twenty-five miles wide. This was
alcng the Arkansas River.
At one point he was able to ge:

upon a hill and he says he could sce
this vast herd of buffaloes stretch.ng
out from six to ten miles in evcry
Cirection. The herd was moving, and
it took it five days to pass a given
joint. Professor Hornaday says that
al the lowest estimate there were 4,-
000,600 buffaloes in this one herd, and
this, as I have said, was only twenty-
five years ago. In 1868 a traveler
aicng the Kansas Pacific Railroad
states that the train at one time pass-
el throcugh 120 miles of solid buffalo.
““he plains were blackened by them,
and more than cunce the cars were
stopped by them. The best authority
of the National Museum as to the
ezrly buffalo is George Catlin, who
spent the greater part of his life in
the wast studying the Indian, and
whoe made many pictures of the buf-
falo as they existed before the great
destruction began. He tells of herds
of millions, and says that their roar-
Ing sounded like thunder; and tells
how the Indians killed them by the
bundreds of thousands for thelr skins,
for which they received only a pint
of whisky apiece.

You would not think that such fm-
mense herds could be wiped out, The
bufralo, however, are very dull beasts
In many ways. They are a mixture
of stupidity and intelligence which it
i3 hard to understand. These mighty
herds were made up of companions,
or clumps, of buffalces of from twenty
to one hundred each, each clump be-
iIng led and taken care of by one
strong bull. In going for water one of
the old cows of the clump would start
¢Lead and rose along the track of a
dry stream for miles until it found
a waterway, the others of that com-
pany following in single file. The
Lerd would then drink and would Ne
down to rest before eating. This
would seem to mean a high degree of
fntelligence. But such eveidence is not
shown in their attempting to escape
frcm man. A hunter might le with
a repeating rifle near such a herd
and pick off one after the other with-
out apparently frightening or scaring
the rest. If they ran it was usually
against the wind, and they were
cowards except when brought to bay.
