This law only permitted the sale of
liquor on week days (except Saturdaye)
between the hours of seven o’clock in the
morning aad ten o'clock at night; and as
regards Satvrdaye, wonly bLeiween the
boure of seven o’clock a. m. and six
o'clock p. m.

But in the yesr 1899 the Farqubarson
Government concluded to impose a license
fee on all liquor eellers in Charlottetown
and decided to change the houre for selling
the liquor, and to accomplish this the Far~
qubarson majority passed an amendment
to the Regulation Act of 1892, absolately
repealing the 8 h section, quoted above, and
substituving the following section ia its
place, that is to say :

2. Section eight of eaid statute is hereby
repealed, and the following section substi-
tuted therefor :

“8. No sale of liquor shall take place
in said city to any person from or afier
the bour of six o’clock on Saturday after-
noon,tll eight ¢’clock on Monday morning
thersafter, nor shall any sale be made on
Tuesday or Friday or other public market
day from or after the bour of seven o’clock
in the afterooon till eight o’clock in the
morning of the following day, nor shall
sny room or place where liquor is sold
be kept open or anything sold therein
between such houre; nor sball any such
eale be made or any room or apsrtmeont
for the sale of liquor be kept open on any
day appointed for acivic or provincial elec-
tion, or any Provincial or Dominion holi-
day.”

Immediately upon this amendment be-
ing essented to by the Lieutenant Gover-
nor, the 8th section of the law cf 1892
ceased and thie new section took its place.

The most ordinary reader cannot fail to
observe what a sweeping change was made
For instance, tske a Monday : under the
law of 1892 the liquor dealer was required
to close his shop at 10 o’clock at night ;
under the new law Le can keep open as
late on Monday night as he choosee. Cn
& Toesday, under the old law, he could
not open his shop before seven o’clock in |
the morning; bul under the new law he
can open as early on that day ss he
pleases, In short he caa open his shop |
on & Monday morning at eight o’clock and
keep it open withcut intermission uniil
seven o’clock on a Tuesday evening.
Unpder tbe law of 1892 the liquor dealer
was compelled to close his shop on Wed~
needsys and Thuredays at ten o’clock at
night, aed not open again until seven on
the following morning. But by the new law
these restrictions were removed and he

STREET IMPROVEMENT.

Sir,~—1In your iskue of the 26th “Im
provement hits the nsil pretty well on the
head. I bavenoticed that the water cart
never seems to get 1o any other part of the
town but Queen Streer and around the
tquare. While those of us who are not
for unate enougz, to' e on this particulsr
pait of the city (hut who pay just as much
axes as they wh . are) have 10 suff:
from dust aod dirty etreete Now
if we bhad "as “‘Improvement” say:
a good steam roller and sweeper, our
streets could e kept clean and in firste
class condition at less expense than is now
put on them. Ouge or two good eprick-
lings would lay the dust, and the water
cart could then get around to some of |
the other part= of the ity With our clay !
coil & good roller of 12 or 15 tons weight
would make cur streete as solid and firm
as a rock, and beivg smooth and level
could be very easily swept. Take for in-
etance the new Park roadway, which is a
#plendid, hard piece of road, and was made
#0 with a four ton roller. If alight roller
will do such good work, we could by the
use of a heavy one keep our streets (with
the excepiion of those on which the heavy
hauling is done) in such a condition that
there woald never be any need of macad-
amizing them, and it would be a pleasure
to go for adrive round the city. But as it
i8 at preseui, there are only about three
streets fit to drive on with any
degree of comfort. If enough modern
road-making and cleaning machines can
be bought for what *“Improvement” save,
$5,000, I for one say by all means let ne
have them. The cost is a mere trifle, At
34 per ceut it only amounts to $175 a
year, not any more than 18 paid each week
for wages for which it is hard to see that
we get any value. I hope therefore that
our City Council will at their next meei-
ing decide ;to purchase these upwto-date
machinez,and ehow that they are,not only
in their talk, but ia their action,as w 11,
