Of Nfid. Gov't
Listed By Premier

ST. JOHN'S, Nfid, May 19 —
(CP) — Premier Bmallwood said
his government will have accom-
plished more in its first four years
of office to improve Newfoundland's
public services than any previous
administration,

Replying to Opposition criticism
of the budget, the Liberal Premier

sald $23.500000 had been spent on
school buildings, new roads and
hospitals. Eight new hospitals had
been bullt and two others complet-
ed.

Other accomplishments:

On industrial expansion alone,
the government has spent, loaned
and invested $17,000,000.

New schools completed by the
end of the present financial year
will total 124, and 247 have been
renovated. School attendance rose
8,000 in three years, Current ac-
count spending on education was
up 56 per cent,

In the health field, up 53 per
cent, the infant death rate was
improved 17 per cent, the maternal
by 50 per cent, and tuberculosis by
36 per cent.

Sorhe 470 miles of new roads and
200 miles of snowmobile trails
were built.

Mr. Smallwood said Progressive
Conservative Leader Jeter J, Cash-
in's budgt criticisms were as ac-
curate as his own forecasts had
been when he was finance minist-

er.
“Major Cashin has
down three budgets altogether.”

The first, in 1929, pre-
dicted a deficit, and he ended the
year with a surplus.
