The Christmas FRose is
the very few flowers to grow in
mid-winter in our gardens. Native
to many parts of continental Eur-
ope and Asla Minor, Helleboro
Niger — to give the botanical
name — adapts itself to our severe
Winters and trying Summer con-
ditions. I's common name has no
doubt been acquired because of its

one of

resemblance to a chaste single or
wild rose. The flower is white.
sometimes an off-white with a

greenish cast, or flushed with pale
rose. The golden stamens add to
its lovely appearance. The pal-
mately divided, dark green leaves
are also attractive. Records tell us

that the Christmas rose was in-
troduced into English gardens in
1596. Later, it was brought to

America, and every now and then
we come across large clumps in old
gardens. But for all its hardiness
and willingness fto bloom when
flowers are a rarity in gardens, it
is not often seen. 5

The Christmas rose will grow in
ordinary soil, but it will glve best
results in good enriched sandy
loam, and should be top-dressed
annually. It likes a moist but well-
drained location that is shaded at
