Mg. SrurceoNy oN WomeEN.—In a most
amusing speech at the opening of a
bazaar at Norwich, in aid of a female educa;
tion in India, Mr. bpurgenn said : ““I think
there is no one of us but feels that women
are a superior part of the race, especially if
we are married, for we know then by ex-
perience. When I am marrying a young
couple 1 generally tell the young lady to
let her husband be the head, for that is ac-
cording to Scripture and to nature; but I
always advise her to be the neck, and twist
him around which way she likes.
