CARE OF HAIR BRUSHES

Hair "brushes must have a little
regularjattention if they are to serve
their purpose properly. One of the
secrets of lovely hair s constant
and regular brushing, therefore,
the care of your brush is necessari-
ly vital. 3

Buy a really good brush in the
first instance, for although, this
may mean a greater initial outlay
in the beginning, it is an economy
in the end, for bad bristles are a
poor invcstment, while good brist-
les will last for years.

There is uothing like the
pneumatic pad brush for keeping
the circulation of the scalp in good
condition. Wher oil and greasy
Substances ere being used on the
hair it is somewhat difficit to
keep the bristles of the brush from
becoming yellow, but if when they
are washed you add a few drops of
peroxice of hydrogen to the water,
this will help to bleach them again.

Never place brushes in front of
any kind of fire to dry, instead
stand them up in the warm room.
It is essential to rinse the bristles
in cold water after washing them

to retain their stiffness Ivory-
backed brushes should be kept
polished with a paste made of
powdered whitening and  water.

Rottenstone mixed with two or
three drops of olive oil brings up
tortoieshell beautifully.

Ebony-backed brushes are often
inclined to get a rather dried-up
appearance, but if after washing
they are rubbed with a soft cloth
on which a few drops of olive oil
have been sprinkled they will look
a deep rich black and will also
polish well.

Hair brushes should never be
placed one on top of the other
tightly, for not only does this pre-
vent any alr reaching them, but it
also pushes the bristles out of
shape very badly

Sometimes a delay between the
cooking and serving of green
vegetables cannot be avoided, and
then the method which the French
call “refreshment” (refraichissage),
which preserves their green color,
will be found useful. It has the
disadvantage, however, that vege-
tables thus treated may lose some
of their flavor; but this is pre-
ferabe to serving them discolored
through long waiting.

If this method is found neces-
sary, then cook the vegetables
until they are done and drain,
them ii. a colander. Plunge the
colander at once into a bowl of
cold water, or hold it under the
tap, so that the vegetables get
cold quickly, drain them again,
and leave them in the colander
until wanted. When they are
ready to be served, plunge the
colander into boiling water, and
leave it there just long enough
for the vegetables to be heated
through. Drain them again, and
finish their preparation in what-
ever manner you have chosen.
