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A. C. McDerald, Esq., in favor
of Dredging Machines and Rail-
voads. Will receive support of
his Comstituents in doing so.

Mr. A. C. McD sawp said that when we
looked at the state of our roads in the Spring
aod Fall of the yeur, we could not but admit
that the faeilities for the shipment and trans-
port of the agric:ltural produetioas of the
country were quite inudequate to the require-
ments of the people, A large amount of
mouney had heen expended thraughout the
oountry ia the conmstructior of wharves,
which now reguirod either extending or to
have the water deapoued at their s:des by
dredging, He thought sho latter far prefer-
able, as it would be the means of saving &
& large smount  mouey, Not only the
wharves, but the harbore u'sy, in wany in-
etances, wauld ba bopefitted by dredging.
Maoy of oar barb irs are shoaling or getting
tilled up, and 'n eome cases Wquire straight-
eming. At Montuzue the latter was partica-
larly apparent, and, being the third sbipping
place on the Islend, shou!d be attended o
without delay. T1he question in reference to

the construction of a railroad bad come tud-
Henly upon us; this was owing to tte fact
that no one theugiit it could be buitt for £5,-

000 currenoy per mile, Some hon. members
thought it absurd to think of building so
cheagly on this [sland, compared with the
coet 0 eonstzuctiHn in other countries, but
there was no doubt that the eompany who
made the present offer were well acquainted
with the nature ol the ccuntry through
which the line wou!d pass, and knew well
what they were doiog. The hon. mamber
for Muway Harvor (Hon. Mr. Wightman)
bad stated that he was opposed to the con-
struction of a railroad without appealing to
the people at the polls. At the same time
be was willing to support the Government in
rocuring a dred zing wachine ; but he (Mr.
McDonaid) contended that the latter act
would be tbe same 1n princiyle as proceeding
with the railway without going to the polls,
on'y that one uudertaking would be greater
than the other. The Lon. member for Bel-
fast (Hon. B. D.) expressd the opinion that
s raiiway would not leeseu the traffic upon
our public roads, He (Mr. McD.) was of a
different opiniov, and thought it would be
lessencd, bzcause the railway would take
away the presec: Lheavy strain upon the great
arteries of trade, and thus tbe latter would
be more easily iept in repair. Some hon.
members of the Opposition thought we were
the most flcurisbing people in the world; if
such wus the cas: we should open cur eyes to
the necessity wh ch exists for the construction
of a ralzoad. I'he fict that the Goverument
of the Unpited Siates gave to the contractors
of the Pacific Railway large tracts of land
alonz that lipe shows that the people of that
oountry were al.ye t0 the necessity of rail-
roads, and the same spirit of progression
should enimate us, The hon. member for
Tryon (Mr. Howat) thought the farmers
waore in the babit of holding back their grain
in order to ob'nin higher prices. That fact
only showed the necessity which exists for a
ra:lway, for if ull the farmers were uble to
bold back their produce [ill higher prices
could be obuu.:J, they would requre in-
oreased [acilities forspecdily placing 1t in the
marke: when prices rose. Such farmers, no
doubs, would be strengly 1w favor of a rail-
way. He bad stiended some meetiogs in his
own Distriet, and was glad to find that a
very large majority of his constituents were
in favor of the comstruction of a railroad.
Bat be did not view the matter in a selfish
manner; he wished to see the whole Coleny
benefitted by it He was pereonally in favor
of the undertaung, and bhis ccnstituents
wou'd suppers bim in his advocaey of it.

J. 0. Arsenaunlt, Esq., argument
in favor of Railways.,

Mr. Asseyaucr said that there wes no
doubt that the question belore the Commit-
tce was a very /mportant one, and should be
discuseed 10 an impartial maoner. The con-
gtrueticn of & railway was a matter which
ntorested all olisees in the commnrity., He
had seen the building of a railroad gong on
in New Bronswiek, and he had heaxd the

ople state ai the time that that Colony
would not be able to pay the cost of its con-
straction. ke, himeelf, did not then see how
that road was to pay 1ts expenses ; bat he had
since learned that the tiaffic bad greatly in-
creased, and that the people there would not
now be withcut it, and go back to their old
system of conveying produce to murket, on
any account whatever, Instead of going
baek, New Biunawick was adding to her
lines of railweuy; and if railroads, passing
through some of the most barren tracts of
that Province, were found to pay, why should
not a railway through the length of this fer-
tile Province pay its expenscs also? Why
should this Islind lag behind all the other
Ptovinces 7 1le was of opinion that a rail
wey was more requized hete than in some

laces where soch rcads were iu operation.

be advantage of a raiiroad would give our
farmers two wonths more to ship their pro-
duce, for Georgzetown harbor remained open
& month longer in the Fall, and a month
earlier in the Spring, than any other harbor
in the [sland. By giving the people general-
ly the bepefits of that harbor, they would find
more sonstant cihploytent during the winter
season. In order to raise funds to pay the
interess of the cost of a railway, land should
oot be taxed, but an additional duty of 2}
per cent shou d be placed opon imported
goods, This woold cause the barden to bear
heavier on the rieh man and lizhter upon the
poor man. He thought that if ihe roud,
with statiovs and roling stcck complete,
cou!d be built ror £3,000 currency per mile,
the cost would be very reasonable. He be-
lieved it wou!d soon pay the interest and
working expenses, He remembered the time
when oniy a very small steamboat phed be.
tween Summerside and Shediae, but now two
large steamers were kept busily employed iu
ginsveying passengere and freight; and macy

rsons are of opinion that thore shouid be a
Gaily boat, 1’ & railway werc in operation,

ilx. boat v ould scon be put on that line.
’urmerly onlv a few passengérs travelled by
stage, bot tio oftener the stage run, the
more the traffic bad increased. Some people
were not sat ¢fied bbcause the road would
not pass throu ;b thew ueighborhesd. It had
been precisely the same in New Bruanswick—
gcme wantedthe Nosth Skore route, and scme
the interior route, All parties bere could
pot be eatisfic 4, any more than they could
there. He believed the great bulk of the

eople of thi- Island were in fivor of the un-
Senukmg, but that gome !ocalitics would not
in as much (rom it as others, and therefore

id not go =9 «:rongly in farer of it.

W. 8. McNeill, Esq. Other re-
quirements more needed than
Batlroads,

My, McNent thought the dey was not
far diztast when a dredging machine would
be requivcd on oune side of the Igland, and a
steam 1wz on the other. He was not present
last evening wh en the Hen, Leader of the Gov-
ernment entercd into the Raijway Question,
but ke had no doubt his remarks were very
elaborate, Ho thougkt the Government were
taking the proper conrse to ascertain the views
“of the peopie in regard to the matter. Con-
federation had been discuseed in the same
manner, and before that question had been
before the pecple, they pronounced against it ;
the cosequerc - was there was 10! nowanav0 v~
ed Confederate in the House, It was proba-
bleghat the pec ple would oppose the Railway
Question just - s strongiy as they had opposed
Confederatioo ; and if they did so, ke believed
the Government would not eary out the
scheme without their consent. Different stat2-
wents had been made with regard to the cost
of the co.struction of a Railroed ; but the
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{:uple would probably decide that it would be
tween the lowest atd highest amount named.
He was of opinion that the requirements of
the country would not warrant the vadertaking
of 50 expeusive a work at present, and that
there were other matters which required to be
attended to instead, He did not think a Rail-
road would be the meaus of increasing our
agricullural products to any great degree, or,
that it would make much diffcience in that
respect. The increase of farm produce depend-
ed more upon the manner in which farmers
cultivate their land, than in the manner in
which produce was taken to macket. If
farmers were happy and contented, they would
earry on farming operations with better heart,
and the way to wake them so was to free them
from landlordism. A great many of the cone
stituer ts of ihe hon. member for Fort Augus-
tus (Hon. Mr. Kelly) were in a bad pcsition
on account of having short leases, nu& if the
proprictors of thewr lands were to consent
to sell while the Railroad speculation went
cn, the Government wonld not be in a position
to purchase higestate. [t was bis (Mr. MeN's)
op'nion that the purchase of the proprietory
estates wouald facilitate trade, for people
wou!d then be contented upon their farms,
He would not oppose the construction of a
Railway, if it were underiaken by a company,
end it was not because the present Govern-
ment took the matter up, that he opposed it,
but because he was opposed to its being made
a Governmentspeculation atall, Thesubject
had been debated under the late admivistration,
aud he bad then heard the hon. member
for Belfast (Hon. Mr, Duncan) say that he
believed that if & Railway, rolling stock aud
all the aquipments complete, were presented
to the Colony, it would not pay working
expenses. The eonstruction of a Railread
would be a grand scheme, if the country would
pot be injured by the burden of its cost. It
would no doubt cause the country to rank high
in the arts aud sciences, but it was rather too
large an experiment for so small a country,
A short piece of road might be built from
Richmosd Bay to Bedeque Bay, in order to
trarsport the cargoes of vessels from the former
to the laiter port—which might prove of great
benefit. Awnother short line might also be
built between East River and Tracadie Bay,
for a similar purpose, if the Government wish
very much to enter into such speculutions, Tt
bad been argued that the offer which bad been
made was & very low oue, und ought to have
been accepted ; but the partie’s nawes who
made the cffer, had not been given, and they
might be meu of straw for aught the hon.
members of the oppaesition krew. His consti-
tuents had just as much difficulty as people in
other parts of the country had in conveying their
produce to market ; but the great majority of
them weve opposed 10 cur undertaking & work
beyond all proportion to our meens, and such
as was never undertaken by any equal number
of people in any country in the world. But
he believed taat the Government would take
no undue advantage of the people—in foreirg
it upon them without their consent,

Donald Cameron, Esq., in reply
to several anti-Railroad argu-
ments,

M:. Cameroy said that the question before
the Committee wus.one which affected the
interests of the people of this Island to a very
great extent, He considered that ocor faeih-
ties for the shipment of the productions of the
eouniry, are inadequate, inasmuch as many
harbors stand greadly in need of dredgiog ; he
was therefore glad to hear that the Govern-
ment intend to improve our harbors, publie
whaves &c. Breakwaters too,in some gections
of the country, required additions in order to
make them more beneficial. The harbors on
the north side of the Island are mnch obstructed
by sandbars forming across their moaths, and
therefore, dredging—as in the case of New
London for iustance, is necessary. The im-
provement of our karbors by dredging would,
he believed, advance the ecommercial interests
of the Colony to an extent hitherto unknown.
But he believed that there is & large portion
of the inhabitants of ths country who feel
that a Railway is veay much required, and it
is a matter for regret that there is such. a
diversity of opinion both outside and inside of
the House in reference to it, That mary and
great advantages would accrue o the people
of this Island from the construction of a Rail-
way, he was free to admit and he believed
that every hon. member of the House would
agree with him in that opinion. While the
people along our shores were opposed to bear-
ing the cost of the undertakiry, heeanse taey
expect to reap few direct advantages from it.
the inhabitants of the interior; who were
beyord the reach of harbors although no part
of theccuntry was vety distant from a harbor)
were strongly in favor of it. Ou accourt of
many of our barbors being very iuferior,
especially on the morth side of the sland ;
people were obliged in many instances to baul
produce a considerable distance. Some farm-
ers were obl:iged to convey their preductions
to a distance of fifteen miles, and some even
further than that, in order to reach a good
market. In the distriot he represented, people
sometimes hauled their produce to Charlotte-
toan and Svmmerside, and sometimes to
Crapaud ; all these are iong distances to travel,
and in the fall season, when the roade are in a
very bad state, cause great hardships. He
had endeavoated to aecertain the views of his
cobstituénts in refe:ence to the Railroad, and
fouud that a large number were in favor of 1t
and a large number opposed to it. He con-
sidered it quite probable that a large majority of
them were opposed to it and he would,therefore
endeavor to ascertain their views still farther,
before consenting to give it his support,
These hon. members who had the consent of
thieir constitusnts, were perfectly justified iu
giving the matter their full support, and he
thought there were several hon.-members of
that House in that pesition; but when the
people of amy district were strong.y opposed
to it, their represemtatives were bound to
carry out their wizhes by doing all in their
power to prevent its eonstruction by the Gov
ernment, Some hon. members were of
opwion that the proprietory estates should
all be purchased by the Goverrment before
proceeding with the eonstiuction of a railroad,
and he assured that hon., Committee; that no
hon, men.bor of the Hcuse was more desirous
than himsel: to eflect that objeet; but to post-

one the undertaking till all the estutes were
Eou':ht up was out of the question; for a
Liundred years might-pass away bLefore ell the
proprietors consented to sell. He eonld not
agree with the statement that the construe-
tion of a railroad through the estates of the
proprietors would render the purchase of
those estates by tle Goverumert more diffi-
¢ult, inasmuel s, if the terants pay their
rents, the proprictors would be put in no
better position than before, especially when
fhe leases extended tc 999 yoars, It bad also
been urged that the dnderiaking of the \\o'rk
by the Government, would be (lass legisla-
tion; but he could not agres with tha, argu-
ment, for he believed that what benefited one
class of the community benefited the whole.
The construction of wharves aud bridges in
particular localifies bencfited those places to
a greater degree than places at a distanee
from them, still ithe whole country was benefit-
ed to a certain extent; and so it would be in
referer.ce to a Railroad, only that the general
benefits would be greater still, ir preportioa.
If it could be shown that a Railroad is really
necessary, and that the beuvefits which would
arise from it will be commensurate with the
cost of its copstruction, the mirority who
would pot be so greatly benefited should give
way to the requirements and wishes of the
majority. Thke bon. member for Tryon be-
lieved the work to be unneccssary, and that
it would attract to the Colony a class of men
who would endanger the morals of our

ople, and put anti-Confederates in danger of
E:ing outvoted. fle (Mr. C.) thought the
hes. member necd not entertain any fears of
that kind, an act might be passed to disfran-
ckise laborers from the other Provinces, while

employed in building the road, The expendi-
“turd upon our eommon roads would not be
as great as at present, for the traffic upon
them would be greatly lessened, and &o”
would thus require less repairing. The bon,
member for Rustico (Mr. McNeill) had stated
that if any piece of railroad were to be buwilt
as an experiment, 1t should be across the
parrow necks of land between Richmond and
Bedeque Bays, and between Tracadie Bay and
the Baet River; but he (Mr. C.) was of
opinion that if any piece of road were built,
it should connect Charlottetown and Summer-
side, where the traflic would be greater.

On motion of the Hon, Mr, Beer, a Bill to
amend the Act for the protection of the sal-
mon fisheries, was re committed, and one or
two verbal amendments were made therein.

On motion of Hon, Mr. Gordon, a Bill to
amend an Aet relating to Light and Anchor-
age dues was read a second time and referred
to a Comm.ttce of the whole House

Hon. Mr. McDonald said the amendment
was a very judicious one. By the present Act,
the year for which Light Duty had to be paid
expired on the 31st December. A vessel
migzht come into & ba-bor on the 30th Dec.,
and would be liable to pay 6d. per ton, and if
she remained inthe port till after the 31si, she
was liable to pay an egual emount again,
which was a great bardship.

Some regulations were
required to prevect the community from be-
ing imposed upon by persons who" advertize
thew.se ves as physicians and surgeons, but
who ware not duly qualitied to admpister
wmediciie.

Houre in coramittee.

Hon. Mr, Beer wus in favor of the principle
of the bill, but thought it did not make proper
provisizn for the appointment of a Board of
Kxaminers.

Hon. Mr Dingwell was afraid the bill
wou'd »xclude persons who now praetisad and
adwinistered wedicine with great advantages
to the »>mmunity. Two or three individuals
on the Island, who had been very successful
in curing cancer, by mieans of a plaster, the
ingredicnts of which were only known to
themselves, would be prevented from pracs
tising bw the bill.

Hon. the President said the persons refer-
red to, who used the eancer plaster, hud ob-
tained the receipt frons the late Bishop Mac-
Eachiern,  They bad done good sarvice to
many individuals and if they would ba pro-
hibited from appiying that plaster by the bill,
he wou'ld oppose it.

=2 Mv Balderston said there were many
places in the country where doctors having

Doings of the House of Assembly,

DURING the past week the Ilouse went
into committee of the whole on a Bill, sub-
mitted by the Attorney General, to define
more distinotly the meaning of the term
Shore in respect to baysand inland waterr,
thati it shall be taken to include all the por-
tions of the shore trom the channel to
ordinary Ligh waier mark, passed clause by
clause, engrossed, and entitled “An Act
relating to the Crown.”

On motion of the Hon. Mr. Kelly, the re-
port of the commiltee on new roads was
submitted. recommending twenty-nine new
roads to be opened up in different parts of
the Island  The report was considered de-
fective, and crdered to be sent back to the
cowmiul.tea for reconsideration.

Report of specinl committee appointed to
report upon the petition of Messrs. Dodd
and others praying for a reduction of the
present rates of Postage was next read.
The committec were of opinion that the
same resalts would follow here as in other
countries, that the reduction of rates would
be foliowed by a corresponding inerease in
the number of letters. .

Mr. Munro said letters ;7o all over the
United Kingdom for one penny, and coun-
tended that letters going from one part of
this colony to another should be carried for
the same amount, instead of being charged
2d., as at present. He also contended the
present law obliging the receiver to pay 4d,
on letters not prepaid, required some
amendment, as did that in reference to the
registration of letters, which was too high,
and ought to be reduced to 3d. besides it
was not sufficient safeguard against dis.
honesty and fraud.

Hon. Mr Wightman thought the penny
post ge system of the United Kingdom
should be introduced into P. E Island. It
was first introduced into England by Roland
Hill, and was at first supposed to do a great
dezl] of injury, but its inventor was in due
time promoted by having the title of Knight-
hood conferred on him, and if the hon.
member for Georgetown could only advise
a better system than we have at present he
w‘rlmld be equally deserving of a similar

title.

Mr. Owen thonght before the committee
brought in their report they should have
ascertained the whole amount of expenses
connected with the department. ile had
no objection at all to reduce the registration
of letiers from 6d. to 3d, but he differed
with the hon. member for Gecrgetown (Mr.
Munro) that registering a letter was a
guarantee of its safety, asthe letter could ke
t:aced from one office to another,

Several Incorporation Bills were passed,
amongst which were “The Rustico and
New London Steam-Tug; the Mount Ste-
wart Lime Company Bill. and the Tignisk
Agricultural Bill.” A Bill to amend the
Unfortunats Debtors™ Act is before the
House. It provides for the appointment of
an official assignee, and the defraying of a

rtion of the applicant’s liabilities, before

e receives his discharge.

OUne of the most important. ineasures, for
the benefit of the tenanty, will very pro-
bably pass by acclamation. In the case of
short leases, the Proprietor must extend
thewn, or allow compensation to the tenant
for improvements. .

The Railway Question was very fuliy
discussed on Wednesday, Thursday and
Friday evenings. During the discussion
there was a good deal of personalities in-
dulged in, bronght out by a petition sent to
Hon. 4. C. Pope, and by allusions to the
Press. Mr. Rielly very properly defended
the press. and we think it would be better
for all concerned that the press on either
side were not mentioned,asiticyinthe Hox @
of Assembly. At the close of the discussion
the Hon. Mr. Pope mcved the followi
resolution, and after the reading of wl;il::ﬁ
the crowds in the galleries and red benches
gave a burst of applanse.

* Whereas the Trade and Exports of the
Island have much increased during the past
few years, and whereas it is found a'most
impossible, mthe absence of stone or gravel,
to keep the roads in an efficient state of
repair, to render easy the transport of the
productions of the Colany ; and whereas the
construction and enance of a line of
Railway through the Island would greatly
facilitate its trade develop its resources,
enlarge its Revenue, and open more fre-
quent and easy c¢:miiunicstion with the
neighboring Provinces ard the United
States.”

“ Resolved, Therefore that a Bill
be introduced authoriziag the Gove
ernment to undertake the construction of
a Re:ilroad, to extend from QCascumpec to
Georgetown, touching at Summerside and
Charlottetown, and alsc Branches to Souris
and Tignish, at a cost not to exceed £5,000
currency per mile for constraction, including
all suitable stations, station houses, sidinge,
turn-tables, roltmg stock, fences aund all the
pecessary appliances suitable for a first-class
Ruilroad; and the conctruction of sunitable
wharves at Cascumpec, Summerside, Chare
lottetown and Georgetown, provided the con-
tractors for building and furnishing the said
Railroad, aceept in payment, the Government
Decbentures, of Prince Edward Island, at thirty
yeats at par, without any allowances for dis
count er otherwise,””
