YORK, (AP) — Walter
(Rabbit) Maranville, a gay, care-
free little man who was one of
baseball's finest shortstops for more
than 20 years, died Tuesday night
at the age of 61.

Maranville will  be remembered
for his famous “basket” catch on
infield fly balls. He would drop his
hands low as a pop fly came down
to make the catch down near his
knees, sending a hum through the
crowd. Yet he seldom dropped the
ball—maybe once in 10 years.

A sprightly soul with an impish
turn, Maranville first won fame a8
the shortstop af the 1014 “miracle”
Boston Braves who came from last
place July 4 to win the National
League pennant and then swept
four straight from Philadelphia A'S
in the World Series. He  was the
spark plug of his club.

The Rabbit made the rounds—
Boston, Pittsburgh, Chicago, Brook-
lyn, St. Louis and Boston again
with a brief trip to the minors tu
between—scrapping, laughing, play-
ing but never giving up.
