contr.l. On~ :0wuetimes hears it sald
that it is the duiy of the mother to
create this atmosphere of sociability in
the home. It is a common duty. Family
lit: is a conglomerate, & many-:id d
cyrstal, and to be perfect it needs the
contribution of good temper, good man-

sons,

and toward th: family as a wh 1.
Watch any family where there 15 &
common intellec ual iaterest—a fam ly
spoken of as a musical famlily, for in-
stancc—and s € how the mutual rdla-
tions diffor frosa thos: of the family
wh re each member has separate and
individual interests apart from the
others. Character commands as much
respeet from the individual memb-:rs
of a famlly as it does from the world
at large.

What we need in the hurry and rush
of to-day more than anything else is
tamily life in its perfection, and that
we can have only when each member
of a family contributes his or her share
towards its beauty, peace and intellect-
ual d-velpopment. Family life should
be the social centre for each member of
that family, the place where c¢ach gan
bring his friends with frecedom, and the
place .where his friend will rece.ve a
ready welcome from all bccause of the
friendship existing b>tween him and a
member of that family. While all may
not be able to find the same bond of
sympathy or the same common interest
because the stranger is the friend of
one, he should be received sympathet-
feally by allk Life is more than meat,
and the body is more than railment,
but too often the family life seems to
accept the two facts of food and ral-
ment and exclude all others, and where
this is done one always finds the ele-
ments of unrest, dissadsfacgi>n, «rti-
cism and lack of sympathy.—The {Sut-
look.

Saytngs of Prof. Jowett.

Mere is a collection of Jowett's say-
irgs, reported by Mr. Tollemache in
the London Journal of Educadon :—

*“Once when I came back from holi-
day and told Jowett I had been read-
ing Hegel, he said, ‘It's a good thing
to have read Hegel, but now that
you've read him, I advise you to forget
kim again.’

“ But the quaintest thing that he
sald was t« a pupil who had been
reading him an essay with a strong
metaphysical flavour : ‘It is remark-
able what a rascination metaphysics
seems to possess for the human mind.
It is like falling in love. But you can
get over it after a time.’

*“He wished to keep up the House
of Lords, and even wished the bishops
to retain their seats in it. ‘It keeps
them out of mischief,” he sald, with

a lavgh.
Jowett scemed to me to be mnot
wholly destitute of sympathy with

Catholicisrm. 1 once expressed to him
stiong indignation at the Catholic
practice of withholding the Bible from
the people. Jowett replied that he re-
garded that practice ag a mistake, but
rot as an unmixed evil ; he added, ‘It
prevents the people from perplexing
their minds with the Colenso difficul-
ties.’

“Jowett told a story of a parishioner
who, when his new vicar brought poli-
tics Into his sermons, exclaimed : * Let
Lim seick to doctrine. That can do
no harm.’ I rememter telling him
that I had been assured that Miss
Martineau, who was then living, not
merely disbelieved in lmmortality, but
glcried in the disbelief. ‘It seems to
me,” he said, ‘very strange and un-
natural, but she may be a good wo-
man for all that.’

“One or two examples may be sub-
Joined of the sort of advise which
Jowett sometimes gave, and which ob-
tained for him the credit or discredit
of worldly wisdom. 1 cnee recelved
from himn the fcllowing counsel :
‘ Never listen to a man when he abuses
Lis relations. He will make it up
with them, and then he will hate you
for knowing that he abused them.’

“Jowett is repirted to have sald
in a sermon : ‘The choice of a pro-
fession is like the choice of a wife.
It does rot so much matter which you
¢l cote, s0 leng as ycu stick 1o it."”

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FARM AND GARDEN.

Tmproyv oot in the Formula for

Making Bordesux Mixture - Less
tujurious to Follage.

T'his was first suggested by M. Perreg
at a meeting of the National Agricui-
tural Society of France, and it was ce-
signed to remove certain objections: to
the use of the o!d mixture. It has the
advantage over that famous mixture
in being less injurious to foliage, less
liable to be washed away by rains, and
less likely to choke the nozzle of the
spraying machine. The new jormula
is as follows : Quicklime, 4 pouncs ©
ounces; sulphate of copper, 4 pounds
6 ounces; molasses, 4 pounds 6 ounces;
water, 22 gallons. The essential differ-
eace between the new and old formulas
is the presence of the molasscs, which
has a greater influence thaa wouid at
first be suspected. The prescription,
as glven by M. Perret, is to add the
molasses to 13 gallons of water, then
slack the ime and add four and a haif
galions of waler to form a milk of lime.
Pour this slowly into the sweetened
water, stirring briskly in order to mx
intimately. Next, in the third (wooden)
vessel, dissolve the bluestone and pour
this into the previous mixture, sirring
well, In this blending of materiais
chemical changes are taking p ace.
When the milk of lime and the sweel-
ened solution are intimately mixea t0-
gether, then saccharate of lime 1s form-
ed. Next, when to this is added the so-
lution of sulphate of copper a double de-
composition takes place, sulpbate of
lime is formed on the one and solubie
saccharate of copper on the otber. This
saccharate of copper is only formed In
presence of an excess of lime, and Its
formation is indicated by the m:xiure
assuming a beautiful greenish unge,
Thus the mixture Is rendered akaline
and the acid is neutralized by the lime.

Treventing Swarming.

A paper on how to keep bees from
swarming, written by Mr. . W, Clarke
of Guelph, Ont.,, was read at a re.ent
bee-keep-rs’ conventlon at  Albany.
After mcuh siudy the ot
swarming, he had come to consider it
abnormal and experimented much to
prevent it. e took six of his s:rong-
est colonic+, gave them plenty o room
and a comb, and only on: was incuced
to swarm. Im one case a coloay siart-
ed to swarm; he checked it, and found
the frames ifull of sealed honey. e
gave them fresh frames, and they went
to work agaln. Sometimes bees get too
hot and swarm; alter cooling oii, they
return. This is not a new idea; in 1814
& writer notes the 1ecd of more room to
kecep bees qulet. Oune or two non-
swarming hhes have been put upon the
market, but the problem 1s not yet
solved. There is such a thing as a
swarming maania. Mr. C. had cured it
by catching the swarm In a bag ol
choese- loth, twisting (he top and han --
ing it to the fence o.er night. In the
morning the bees were glad to perurn
home, Mr. Crane had tr ed all met' o ‘g
known to him and had (ailed. Mr. Cogg-
shall uses a queen excluder, and re-
moves brood from tl.e lower to h- up-
per story. A memb.r had made tin
same change for three years, and with-
out swarming. H¢ makes extracted
honey, and do s not think the plan ap-
plicable to comb hon-y.
