South discarded a
diamond from the board while he
won with the heart ace, and after
that the slam was unmakable.

It goes without saying that the
proper discard from dummy was a
club, not a diamond. Then, by
finding both of the mjssing dia-
mond honors on side, South could
have established dummy’s suit and
easily taken 12 tricks.
