Usefulness of Bull Testing
Stations Established

An important by-product of the
Danish bull testing system — and
one that was unforeseen when the
system was established — 1is its
very great influence as an exten-
slon or advisory service aid. A
farmer who sends a helfer to a bull
testing station and witnesses for
himself a much better production
record through good feeding and
management than he could have
expected had it remained at home
will generally want to know the
reason why. By visiting a station
and talking to the research assist-
ant and the station operator, he
will learn more than any number
of formal speeches or any amount
of printed material could teach him
— for the simple reason that he
will not normally trouble to attend
lectures or to read available infor-
mation, However, it has been found
that farmers will attend meetings
held at a bull testing station, part-
leularly if they have a heifer at
the station, 5

Milk recording societies’ statistics
indicate that only 1.1 to 1.2 kgs. of
milk per feed unit® are produced
on the average throughout Den-
mark. Against this, medium and
better groups of cows at bull test-
ing stations produce an average of

unit. It often happens that a heif-
er from a poorly fed and managed
herd will double its expected pro-
duction at a station and may fall
off agaln on returning home. Such
an impressive demonstration is dif-
ficult to resist by the poorest of
farmers.

Another useful product of the
system is that uniform feeding and
management permit comparison of
lactation curves which, after the
test conditions, are certainly to
some extent a product of heredity.
A group of cows from one bhull may
have a high average yleld at the
beginning of the lactation period
and fall off sharply as it progresses
Another group may never yleld as
highly but will maintain a higher

(N.B.: The feeding plan has been worked out in kuog}lma and
conversion into pounds accounts for the odd fractions in the above table

It has been found that the latter
holds true in most cases.

The primary purpose, however, of
bull testing stations is to provide
information on a bull's breeding
value as early as possible and it i
unquestionable that this end is be-
ing achieved in Denmark. Under
this system by th> ime a bull is
five or five and a half years old h!s
breeding capacity will be establish-
ed, whereas the old dam-daughter
progeny testing system requires
nearly twice as long. It is true that
a good bull will be discovered by
the older method but the import-
ance of speedy determination can-
not be over empiasized today in
view of the wide acceptance and
practise of artificlal insemination.
Where @& bull may be serving
through A.I, from 2,000 to 3,000
cows a year — and sometimes many
more — it is vital to prove his
worth as quickly as possible.
