"™ By the end of February United
States auction houses had sold
over 1,600,000 mink pelts, or about
~ 60 per cent of the expected nation-
 al crop of 2,8000,000. Non-auction
sales on which no data is available
may have pushed the total quant-
ity already marketed up .as high
as 2,2000,000. This is a much fast-
er rate than last year and with-
out doubt the fastest rate in his-
tory. A year ago at this time it
was figured that 65 to 70 per cent
of the crop had been marketed, so
you can see what a great differ-
ence there is between the demand
for mink this lirear and last year.
The great bulk of the crop that
has been sold has been dressed and
much of it marketed and in ad-
dition a large quantity' of mink
pelts has been exported to Europe
this year. These have mnot been
dressed in the United States.

As has been the practise for sev-
eral years a moratorium on ranch
mink sales has been called in the
United States for the month of
March. In April and May sales of
fine quality pelts are scheduled but
quantities will be specifically less
than have been offered during Jan-
uary and February. The leading
mink dressers are finally out from
under the deluge of mink which
poured in on them during the ten
weeks or so of the season. By now
most of the dealers have repre-
sentative stocks on hand and man-
facturers have begun slowly to get
up the new crop. The unshakable
strength of the mink market re-
mains a topic in the trade. Pre-
season predictions of easier price
levels in such items as pastels and
sapphires have been off base. In-
stead, pastels have remained very
stable. Sapphires  have b
stronger. inched
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Silverblus have
up. Foreign purchasing has been a
strong influence in maintaining the
high price structure. From here
on in odds favor continued strength,
according to most trade observers.
