residence of one of Oxford’s Col-
leges. The warden there was very
nice to us, and because we were
canadlans, he gave us extra priv-
lleges, such as staying out after
10:30 at night. On the way out of
oxford we visited Christ Church
cathedral. In the distance we
heard & young boys’ choir singing
ghich sounded like the voices of
angels.

swe cycled south through Marl-
poro, and then west to Bath, From
there we journeyed south again
through Wells, where we stopped
in to see the athedral. It was
the most beaufiful we've seen, but
olhers say that Salisbury and Can-
terbury Aare considered the most
peautiful ones. We continued down
through  Glastonbury and Taun-
ton. We drank in the scenery
more every day, ard when we
came to.a cottage with a thatched
roof. we would just stop and stare
in awe. The nex: day we made
sur  record, Wwhich was ninety
miles, and needless to say, it was
never repeated., We usually did
about forty-five or fifty miles a
{ay.

«culd put us up, but before we
were shown to our rooms, we had
lo sit in her living-room and listen
lo her tell how she ‘was a retired
hairdresser from London, and a
wld medalist. In the morning,
aiter she had tried her skill as
hair washer on one of us, we left
for the beach. On the way down
the odor from the gold medalist’s
shampoo attracted a swarm of
bees, and Liz was stung all over
the scalp.

“When we arrived at the beach.
we were up on a high cliff. and
were. greeted with quite a sight.
on the shore were long format-
ins of rock reaching far out into
the waeter. There was one small
(ear space where everyone.swam
The shore was covered with-huge
Wiles. On the cliff not far from
w, there were wild donkeys let-
ting forth with weird noises. . By
the end of the day we looked like
Indians. We've never been in such
hot, powerful sun.

“Coming away from Elmscott,
we drove through beautiful moors.
There were lovely bays all along
the coast, and they were crowded
with people in swimming even at
tix o'clock in the evening. We
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That was an exquisite sight with

rugged rocks and cliffs, and enor-
mous breakers.

“We came down almost to New-
guay and then turned inland be-
cause of the awful hills on the
coastal road. |

Australian Acquaintances

“One day as we were cycling
furiously along, a car came to-
ward us with two women leaning
out of the windows waving and
yelling at us. They stopped and
we recognized at once. that they
were Australians whom we'd mot
as hitch-hikers at a hostel in
Scotland. They had hired a car
and were touring from north to
south every day, with no thought
of distance, We were so glad to
see each other that we were like
long lost relatives.

“From Truro we made our way
down to Penzance. We had a
funny experience there about
losing a wallet, complaining to the
police, and then finding it again.
After much inquiring, we finally
feund & bed and breakfast place
there. It was there that we learn-
ed how hard-un the majority of
the people in England really are.
The landlady said that the aver-
age man makes §18 a week, plus a
small amount for each child, which
amounts to practically nothing.
They have nothing to look for-
ward to, or to plan for. The ones
that can, emigrate because there
will be a better future for their
children elsewhere.

“When we gave her some of our
food rations, it was pitiful to see
how glad she was to get them.
This winter they will also have
milk and potatoes on ration, and
there will be practically no coal
It will be the worst winter they'l
have had vet, as far as heating
goes. She said they were even bet-
ter off during the war with the
food situation.

“One of us suffered from sun-
stroke in Penzance, but the other
two cycled down to Land's End.
1L was quite disappointing be-
cause it was so sooty and com-
mercialized. There were ice cream
stalls, with men yelling “Your
first and last lick in England.”

Postwar Plymouth

«We started along the south
coast and arrived at Plymouth. It
is not a bit the same as before
the war. they say, but it is built
up pretty well now and looks
lovely. We spent a few hours on
the Hoe looking at the sights and
view. That is where Sir Frahcls
Drake was bowling when the Ar-
mada was sighted. He just sa'-
that they would have to wait until
he finished his game before he
could come to their aid. He fin-
ished it, and then beat the Span-
ish all to pieces, as you know.

“From Plymouth it was a beau-
tiful drive. We would stop on the
top, of every hill, partly “from ex-
haustion, to view the scenery. We
went through Totores to & small
place called Lownard. Here there
was a peculiar warden hiding be-
hind a long red beard. and also
had red curly hair, and dark rim-
med glasses. He took quite a
shine to oné of us and proposed
to her. She thought it over, but
the final answer was “no”.

“At Torquay we planned tolook
all around this famous summer
resort, but the rain stung our eyes
so. that we couldn't see. This
forced us to take a train to Ex-
eter. There we wondered whether
to give up altogether and go to
London, or to keep bravely on. We
decided on the latter. We visited
Exeter Cathedral which was dif-
ferent from any other. It was
lovely, but was bombed and some
of the windows are still missing.

“we drove on into Dorset, which
was even more beautiful than

South Cornwall or Devon, we
thought.
~Swanage, Poole, Bournemouth,

and Lymington were beautiful
summer resorts with modern
houses and hotels. There were
also palm trees which made it
look just what we would imagine
Florida to look like. They didn't
have the atmosphere  that the
other English towns and villages
had though.

Isle of Wight

“From Lymington we {ook o
ferry over to Yarmouth, on the
Isle of Wight. It was very barren
on the Island and around nine o'-
clock, we began to despair of
finding beds, as the hostels were
full. At Jentnor we had to go to
the police for help to find beds.
We cycled almost around the
Island, and from Ryde we took &
ferry to Portsmouth.

“At the famous Brighton Beach
there were thousands of people
swarming around. We passed the
pavillion on the way down to the
beach. It was of Indian architect-
ure and was built by the Prince

“From there we made our Way
north to visit friends in Cowpold.
They were Group Captain Blake
end his family, They were just
the same as we remembered them,
except for Ann, who has grown up.
Mrs, Blake is just as cofhical, and
we spent the best night of our
trip with them in their sweet lit-
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tle cottage, which was
1250,

“From Cowfold the other two
went into London, but I went east
to Heathfield to visit Charlie Jen-
kins. He and his wife have ‘a
lovely home, but they plan to sell
it, and buy an Inn in Devon and
run it.

By Plane To Paris

“The next morning we flew from
from Heathrow airport to Paris.
Our first glimpse of Frenchmen
were those to greet us at the
plane. They were waving their
arms and yelling to beat the band.
A bus took us from the airport to
the Invalides. On our way we
passed the Eiffel Tower and the
Arch of Triumph. We were thrill-
ed to death and could hardly be-
lieve we were really there. That
afternoon we started out on foot
to see the sights. We got lost
when returning to our back street
hotel, so we lounged in sidewalk
cafes until we figured it out. Any-
way, we had the Follies Bergere
to guide us, because we lived near
there.

“One night we took a conducted
tour of four night clubs, and
never got such a kick out of any-
thing in our lives. Some were in
the Latin Quarter and some were
a little better. We danced with
Ttalians, Egyptians, Frenchmen,
and Englishmen.

“Later in the week a friend of
ours arrived from London to es-
cort us around. We spent a few
days iust taking in the sights on
the boulevards, and vou could
never get your fill of them.

“A ‘tvpical meal we had everv
day was—melon, or lettuce. steak
that melted in our mouvths, French
fries. with white or red wine and
sometimes champagne too. We al-
wavs had some rare dish for des-
sert.

“One evenine we tonok a horse
and carriaze down the Chamns-
Elvsees to the Arch and hack. We
waved to people and ant salutes
bark as if we were rovalty.

“Two davs were spent on seeing
Versailles and Fountainblean
Many of you have probablv seen
both. but {f vou bhaven't, ¥
couldn't explain the eleqance at
these plares anvwav. They Jjust
ton our breath away.

“On our last night in Paris we
relebrated bv poing to the Follies
Bergere. No description needed.

Back To London

“The next day in London we
were met by my ereat aunt Car-
rie, who is travelling hy herself.
