Unusual New Flavor
For Time-Honored Dish

Fish cakes _iade with cod
and potatoes as their base may
sound like an old story. But
there is 2 new. twist You_ean
give this time honoured, favor-
ite dish which lends fresh inter-
st.

The next time you make fisa
make fish cakes, *~7 combin-
ing equal quantit’’ of cooked,
mashed parsuips and potatoes
with the fish. The parsnips add
a sweet flavour to the cakes
which is unusually good.
