The
Royal yaght got under weigh next morning,
and, abandoning the idea of going direet to
Osborne, proceeded to, and anchored at the
Nore. The gale increasing during the night,
it was docided that her ';ixjeny should pro-
ceed in the Vivid from Greenhithe to Wool-
wich, the state of the tide not permitting the
Victoria and Albert o get higher up the river,
The Queen ianded in strict privacy at the
Royal Dockyard, proceeded to Gosport, and
crossed over to Os! in the Fairy. The
