June is the month when Naturz
changes attire and the woodland
and flelds are teeming with new
life. Robins are busy rearing
broods and Cock pheasants are
standing guard over the location
of their Consorts nests. Crows are
busy searching marshland, field
and stream in search of food to
feed nestling young. Jim Crow will
not have plain sailing this sum-
mer,” Plans are afoot for three
County Crow Shooting Contests.
Particulars will be furnished at a
later date.

Every Crow shot means game or
song birds saved either in the egg
or fledgling stage. No later than
yesterday I talked to an Orwell
Cove farmer and sportsman. He
told me that a couple of days ago
he was harrowing a field near his
back brook and watched four crows
busy carrying eggs to their nests in
hiswoodlot. They made several trips
from the shore of Orwell Bay
about a quarter mile distant from
the field he was working, This far-
mer is a very observant individual
and has been hunting for over 40
years. The eggs were carried by
the simple expedient of driving
their beaks in one end. The eggs
were large and white. He told me
that they were not the eggs of a
black duck, as they are brown in
color, but more likely a Shell
Duck's nest had been  roblied. On
occasion a crow passed within 20
yards of the team and he could see
the eggs plainly. A Shell Duck is
not considered much of a game
bird. This duck is officially called
a Merganser. However, the crows
malze  no distinction  between
specles of ducks. . .an egg is an
egg to them,

House cats are another type of
predator that kills untold numbers
of song and insectiverous birds,
both young and adults, every year.
On a morning this past week I was
driving along a secondary dirt
road when I espled a cat following
a line fence. When she came to a
short stubby spruce tree that stood
by itself she stopped, lifted her
head and -sniffed the air,

I stopped - the car and watched.
She circled the tree and made a
pass at climbing it but gave up the
attempt, I could see .her mouth
working and knew she was utter-
ing plaintive ‘meow’s although 1
couldn't hear them. I wished
mightily that I was’in a position to
wipe that pained expression off
her pan. Finally she turned and
headed back toward a farmhouse
in the distance. She was pretty
slab-sided and I judged she was
nursing a family of kittens.

I knew before I examined the
tree that it held a robin’s nest:
The tree wasn't over 8 feet in
height and the nest was in'a thick
cluster of boughs near the top,
The trunk was small and studded
thick with dead, prickly stubs of
limbs. There was a reason for
pussy staylng on the ground. . .

In due
course 5 little song birds filled it
to the brim, One morning when I
arose I sensed trouble, BotH" par-
ent birds were fluttering about and
crying piteously. When I looked I
saw that the nest had been neatly
hooked out from under the board
by the muscular fore paw of a big
tomecat. I know. . I nailed him
with & 22 cal. rifle two days later.
