VISIT TO THE ZOUAYE JACOB.

(Paris Correspondence of' the Birmingham Journal.

The Zouave admits no one to his presence who 18 not
renlly afficted-with diseuse or infirmity, those who are
led 1o the Rue de la Roquette by curiosity being com.!
pelled to remain in the waiting-room. Fortunately, 1
was furnished with a letter from his best friend, and be-
came privileged at once. 1 entered the room with
twenty of the most ragged and dirty of the whole mob,
nnd am thus enabled to describe the scene. ‘The Zou-
ave was standing as if in a reverie, when we entered
pell-mell inte the long, low apartment where the cures|
were performed.  He was leaning agaionst the wall, with|
his eyes hulf open, after the fashion of Somnambula, |
befure entering completely into trance, the only differ-
ence being in the intense light, shot out from the hiving
orbs, bencath the drooping eyelids. e neither spoke
nor moved while his father busicd bimse!f in arrvanging
the visitors upon the low wecden benches betore him.
Every crutch and stick was taken from the infirm pa-
{tiepts, and placed in the corner behind the door, amid

lof the paticnts who sat at the extreme end of tho sec-
tond beneh, and, after examming him for a moment,
turn aside with a slight shudder, which 1 observed was
aeither of disgust nor dread, but a kind of involuntary
recoil,  He sald abruptly, pointing with his forefinger
straight mto the face of the individeal he addressed :—
* 1 can do nething for your disease; it is beyond my
power: go, aud rewember it is uscless to return,” This
was all, but the words acted upon the man like a magic
speil.
