Great Ocenn Flyers and the Men Who

Make Them Go.

There is no one branch of industry in
the mercantile marine albout which so
little is generally known, and the work
in which, in proportion to its great im-
portance, is so little understood or ap-
preciated as the engineer's department
on a great ocean liner, says a writer in
the Brooklyn Eagle,

The engineer's department on each of
the great Cunard steamers, Lucania
and Campania, consists of 191 men, as
follows One chief engineer, 21 engi
neers, 2 refrigerating cngine
2 storekeepers, 1
Yy " men, 20 greasers, 60 trim

s, and 80 firemen. The Majestic
aad Teutonic each require the services
of from 160 to 170 men in their enginz
Of this number 20 are engineers
and 66 are firemen, Bach watch is ms
up of at leasi 6 engineers, 9 greas
20 firemen, 14 trimmers, and an electri-
cian and two greasers under him.

DIVIDED INT® WATCHES.

The duties of a chief engineer are
multifarious and oppressive, and
though he does not keep watch, his
trained ear is kept listening to the beat
of the engines, and at any time of the
day or night, he re es reports from
his subordinate officers and issues or-
ders  accordingly. The second engi-
neer Keeps watch 8 hours out of the 24,
und has as his companion the seventh

engineer. The third and fifth engi
neers keep another watch, and the
fourth and sixth the other or third
\"ZA[L‘]:.

Under this arrangement there is not
a single moment when every section
of the engineer's depariment is not
under the supervision of the engineers,
and there is not a moment of the day
or night when a controlling hand is
not ready, in case of any irrcgularity,
in the complicated mechanism of th:
giant engines that propel these great
liners. At the big row of steam guages
and other indicators where the tele-
graph dials connect with the bridge,
an engineers is always standing, ready
to answer the least signal.

11S IMPORTANT WORK.

None but marine engineers know
how absolutely important it is to have
competent men in the stoke hole of
their vessels. The work done in the
stoke hole is of a very exhausting char-
acter, so much so that four hours at a
stretch is the limit of time required
for their labor. Sometimes the heat
reaches 140 degrees, and any one mnot
used to it would soon b> prostrated
The stokers mnst be men of excellent
bodily strength, and have the necessary
skill required in their particular line
of work.

In the working of, say 75 firemen,
the number is divided, making three
gangs of 25 each.

There are always two sets of men in
the fo’castle and one set of men at
work, though in an emergency they are
liable to be called out at any time.
About twelve men of each watch on
duty are deputed fo attend to the fires,
the remaining number doing the trime-
ming business, which consists of bring-
ing coal from the bunkers ready for

the stokers' shovels, and send'ng up
the ashes to the deck. The trimmers’
task is even worse than that of the

others, as they have to make their way
into stifling bunkers, situated around
and often on top of the boilers, anli
from there fetch baskets of coal to the
stoke hole. On an average the furnace
doors have to bte opened about every
ten minutes to fire up, and betwecen
whiles the firemen are pretty constant-
ly employed in €licing, raking or draw-
ifng the fire,

There are «n each of the two greac
Cunarders twelve large boilers anl
two others for aux lary purp s's, and
102 furnaces. 7The 12 main boilers are
double ended, 18 feet in diameter and 17
feet long., Thes: are fitted longitudin-
ally, three in a row, separated from
each other by a large coal bunker occu-
pying the full width of the ship, and
65 feet of its length. For each set of
boilers there is a funnel which has
a double casing, the Iinside diamete
exceeds 19 feet, while the top is 130 feet
from the bottom of the ship. To give
some idea of their enormous size, it
may be stated that were they tunnes
instead of funnels, two railwa trains
could easily pass through abreast, with
room to spare.

ENGLAND AND THE TURKS,

Harold Frederic cables from London to
the New York Times : Clouds are thicken-
ing with ominous awiftness about Eng-
land. To-day’s Speaker, which is the in-
timate organ of the Government, talks
about the possible necessity of an English
fleet steaming from Beyrout to Constanti-
nople and occupying Mitylene or Samos,
or easier still, taking proper advauntage of
the fact that Cyprus is under British cen-
trol. It :aysin so many words, that if
Russia and Fraoce withdraw from coneert-
ed pressure on the Porte, the British Gov
ernment will Lhave to go on aloue. “Qur
dul_\‘ now i* to see that our word: are
backed by deeds.” 1 guote this brief sen-
tence as, |>crhap-‘, the most ilnpurlnht

printed in Europe for a long time. [ say,
perhap:, lecanse they may reflect
merely a  mischievous intention which

the calmer logic of events may frustrate,
but that they open np very sinister pos
sibilities before the British people is only
too clear. Fully a year ago these des-
patches laid stress upou the remark of
trained siatesmen here, made 10 me half
in prophecy, half in asctual koowledge,
(0 the effect that Lord Rosebery would try
Ly the device of a big foreign splash to
make good politically what he wnas Josivg
at home. Oune is bouud to recall this
now, when the Premier’s personal organ
talks, as it does to-day, abont the next
general election being fought amid an
Armenian atrocity agitation. No one cau
<ay that the sitnation as it exists has been
d liberately planned, bul there has
been all along 8 plain disposition to fish
in tronbled waters on the part of the
English winistry, and, in one way or
anotner, Eugland has certainly been put
into a position full of dangers, from
which the ministerial papers are now
telling her that she must cut her way
out, sword in hand. The position itself
15, of course, nothing new. England
is  always drifting into such posa-
tione, and some how—Heaven only
knows how-—stumbling out again, with
nobody much the werse for the experience
But this time there is an element of delib-
erateness which is usually lacking. The
Evglish papers have had an overwhelm-
ing monoply of Ariaenian outrage litera-
ture. Russia and France have not in the
least made the subject one of popular con-
cern, and their governmeunts have consent-
ed to join England in representations to
the Porte on genera! diplomatic grounds,
without any pretense that their people
were excited about it. They are free to
drop out to-morrow, with no farther ex-
planation than that they have done all
that they promised to do, which was to
tell the Turk he ought to behave better.
But England is in a diff rers josition.
Thousands of her politicians, pulpit ora-
tors and public spirited men stand ready
and eager, waiting to rush forth fiery cros
in hand to commence a uew crusade
against the infidel and commit England
headlong to an armed solitary intervention
in the East. It would be hard to say just
how far the ministery itself is re<ponsible
for this highly inflamed and perfectly or-
ganized public opinion, under the pressure
of which it conveniently finds itse!f now
being pushed along towards the gravest
possible crisis ; but there the factsare and
they are serious enough.
