LIKE SEA TROUT
In this respect
our sea trout. Do smelts and
trout stop spawning after they
pave reached a certain age? Do
they spawn on our seaward bars
without moving up to fresh water
gravel beds? are questions I have
peen asked on numerous occasions
if there is an age limit over which
{rout become barren, like pheas-
ants for instance, I do not know.
On the other hand it is my own
rsonal belief that both trout
and smelts move up into fresh
water to spawn. I base this opin-
jon on the fact that I have never
examined a trout or smelt caught
in the sea during late fall or win-
ter that showed any indication of
having spawned or contemplated
gpawning. All were in the pink of
eondition. Winter poachers of
frout have also confirmed this
line of thought.
In the early thirties in mid
August I was standing on the tip
of Boughton Island Bar. At the
time I was investigating re-
rts that shore birds and ducks
d been shot out of season in
the area. It was a beautiful day,
sunny and pleasurably cool. I was
ing a bit of day dreaming with
