Information is piling up
over Hun coveys being practi-
cally wiped out, and in othel
completely eliminated, by a sin-
gle feeding of calcium chloride
pellets swallowed in mistake for
grit. Grit acts in place of teeth
for Hums and pheasants and this
list also includes farmyard hens.

If a sizable delegation of de-
dicated sportsmen waited on
the Minister of Highways and
recommended that proper
spreaders be installed on all
calcium chloride trucks instead
of the shovel method that passes
it out in a sort of hit and miss
method. T am sure, if such a
recommendation was presented
in a courteous manner, and the
reason for this request being ex-
plained as a conservation ino-
vation, I am of the opinion their
request would considered
and put into effect without un-
due delay.

I also had to suppress a smile
when I noted that no change
was suggested in the daily bag
limit. Perhaps they have reach-
ed the same conclusion as this
columnist came to years ago,
that bag limits. . .either day or
seasonable. . .look nice in print
but achieve no worthwhile con-
servation result. It has always
been the boast of the Fish and
Game Association that they are
a non-political organization. I'd
suggest that this organization
hop off its high pedestal and
come to earth for a change
