LoxpoN, June 8.

A Paris correspondent states that the
communication which Count Schouvaloft
brings to London is not a note in a diplo-
matic sense, but a letter from Prince Gorts-
shakofl'in reply to what Schouvaleft’ took
with him to St. Petersburg. In his letter
Lord Derby drew the attention of Russia
to varieus points #vhere English interests
m-y be atiected il Russian action extended
so far. ‘Theywere mentioned in Cross's
speech i Parliament, and are the Suez
Canal and Ezypt, Constantinople, Dardan
elles, Persian Gulf. The letter takes up
these points and explains that Russia does
not mean to interfere with any of them.
Gortschakoff acknowledges the great inter-
national and commercial importance of the
Suez Canal, and gives the most positive
assurance that Russia does not intend in
any way to touch it. Ru-siaindeed thinks
herself entitied, as a matter of right, to
carry the war to Egypt, but explains that
any action in that direction has never been
even taken into considera.on. Russia
thnks so important a maritime passage
as the Dardanelles must always be regu-
lated by international agreement, and not
by any one power alone,

The letter says Russia has remained true
to her programme in aiming on'y at the
improvement of the condition of Christians
in Tarkey, which cin only be done by co-
ercing the Porte.
