clouds and all that sost of thing, to say
nothing of the possibilities of delightful

restraints of on shore life thrown off; no

Or, again, racing, with its excitements, and
cruising, with all the possibilities of ad
venture. Such is the pepular and accept
ed view of yachting, but there is another
and gloomy side (o the pieture which the
writer, who is son ¢ mes inclined to grow!
can set forth clearly in three distinct state
| weuts, with an open challenge to contradic
tion-— first, that to “‘go and take a sail” iu
» emall boat belonging to some oue else
aud to sail aimlessly about on the open
Iake is “'au awful bore’; secondls, that to
g0 a8 ‘‘amateur crew’ on a rowing yacht is
not only a bore, Vhta hardship, and lasdly,
that cruising is a lottery absolut-ly depen
dent on the weather. Fogs, calms, storms
and head winds are quite as usual as free
winds and sunshine.

Observe that nothing has been said about
s-a-ickness, which makes yachting im
po-sible to 8o many,

There is no place on earth where the sun
can strike down out of the sky and bleach
and blister and sizz'e as it can upon a
yacht't deck. There is no place that can be
hotter or more stuffy or more uncomfort
able than a yacht's cabin on a hot day
when there is no wind or when the wind
is dead aft, and when it is rongh, and the
water is diving across the yacht's deck in a
sheet of white fonmn, and the crew are all
hudlied behind the shrouds, into which
old oilskine have been stuffed to make a
s ‘n, and the man st the wheel has life
lines ranuing from the main sheet to the
main shrouds on either side of him
keep him from being washeld overboard.
and the fire is ont iu the galley
and the cook has been scalded Ly the
soup stock jnmping ont ¢ f the boiler, andi
the barometer is dropping like mad, and
the skylight leaks so that every wave which
comes aboard sends bucketfuls of swash
town into the cabin, and whe» every now
and thea a wave comes aboard and pounds
down on her deck like a load of pigiren
and those below are shaken about like corn
in & popper, and those on deck simply hold
on and dock their heads—when such is the
sondition of affairs, yachting would not be
considered a pastime.

Toe de iguts «f beng ‘“‘amatenr crew
can be biiefly summed up. They consist
in lying flat on your face either in a hot
sun or a peuring rain, aud if you tarn over
having the owner shont at yon: “'Keen
still! Do you think that you're a wild
elephant? You jarred herall over that time.
Furthermore, all yachts are not rigred
alike, and if the amateur crew is told ata
critical point in the race—s1y just betore
ronnding the leeward mark—to let go the
spinnaker halyards and let the balloon jib
halyarde go instead, #o that the whols sail
goes over to leaward, the remarks which
wi!l be made to him will be “‘anfit for pub
lication.”

An Image of Gold.

Two miles out from Kamakura and abo:t
twenty miles from Yokohawma, Jupan, on a
terrace, near the temple of Kamakura, sii«
the most gigantic idol, or heathen god
now known to exist, This immense brazen
image of a deity-was built or made during
the reigh of Shomu, who was forly sixth
in the present line of Emperors, and died
in the vear 748 A.D. This 1do!, which has
heen ];ra_vt-d to daily for more than 1,200
vears by the crowd of devotees that hourly
cluster abont it, is still in perfect repair,
aud justly reckoned as one of the greates:
wonders in the Orient. Frank Dobbins
who visited Dia Butsu the sane summer
thatthe writer worshipped (7) at the shrine,
and has given the best description of the
god that has yet been written, says:

‘I'he dimensions of the god are truly
colisal.  His height from th: base of the
lotus flower, upon which he sits. o the
top of his head is 634 feet; and above this
rises an aureols 14 feet wide, and above
which again rises for several feet the flame
like glory which encloses or arches in the
whole figure. The face properis 15 feet
long; itd width 94 feet, The eyesa o 3 foes
Y inches long from corner to corner; the
evebrows Dj feet. and the ear: 8;
feet. The chest is 20 feet in depth, and
the middle finger is exactly 5 feet long
Around the sides, shoulders and head of
the god, in front of the aureole, are 16 fi;
ures, each in a gitting posture, and each ¥
feet in height. The leaves of the immense
lo'us, upon which tbe god sits, sre each 10
feet long and 6 feet wide, there being 58 of
them in the cluster. The casting must have
been wonderfully well executed, althongh
the fineness of the leaf edges and other
parts which I was able to examine, and the
elaborate -engravings which can still Le
traced upon the lotus flower itself in the
uninjured parts, leave no doubt that the
founder's art was supplemented here and
there by artists with file and graver. The
right hand is open and raised upward ; the
left rests upon the lap.”

The image weighs about 450 tons, and is
made of a combination of gold, tin, eop
per and mercury in these proportiors:

All other existing colossal images are
pigmies compared with Dia-Butsu, whose
hard visaged face has looked down on the
meaningless rites of heathen idolators for
more than 12 centuries
