Most mistakes in the play of
the cards are of the common gar-
den variety, The player who errs
generally knows better, but for
one reason or another fails to
function correctly. Errors in
bridge are frequent because the
opportunity for error is frequent.
The rank or skill of the bridge
player is measured, in the last
analysis, not by the number of
good plays or bids he makes, but
by the infrequency of error.

Examine, for example, South's
failure to make three notrump in
today's deal. He won the dai-
mond lead with the ace and led
a low spade toward dummy's ten.
West was right on his toes and
stepped up with the king ro re-
turn the ten of diamonds. When
South won it, he led the jack of
spades. West grabbed it and
cashed his ‘diamond for a one
trick set. What went wrong?

Let's see what the approach
should have been. First, we
count the sure winners, as we al-
ways do in notrump hanfis. There
are eiight—three hearts, two dia-
monds and three clubs.

Where can we get
trick? Only in spades.
