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SIMPLE METHOD OF TESTING
THE HEART

Master, Leon Pordy, and Kenneth
Cheskey, New York, describe their
method of estimating the working
ability of the heart by what 18
known as the two-step exercise.

“It is a simple test,” they wrote,
“easily done, necessitating the use
of two steps, each 9 inches high.
The number of trips to be made up
and down the steps has been calcul-
ated and depends on age, weight,
and sex of patient. In performing
