In
making the statement we had in view the
assertion of the Patrsot, that cur school system
was 8 “noble one,’”” and that (o alter it was
to destroy it,"" an assertion which every person
koew was not s fact. To an opponent who
was actuated by a spirit of fair play, our mean-
ing woa!l be apparent enough, and he would
admit, with a good grace, & principle which he
could not dispute. But how_does the writer
in the Putriot get out of the difficulty? Like
the honest reasoner that he is, he garbles the
sentence which he pretends to quote, and then
proceeds to pr judgement upon it.
