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Abbott Is Amused By
“Worst Budgeter” Taunts

, OCt. 28—(CP)—Fin-
ance Minister Abbott said to-
night he is “somewhat amused”
by taunts and charges that he is
the “worst budgeter in history”
and that he is ‘“engineering a
gigantic swindle.”

These charges, he sald, have
been hurled at him because of
the size of his budgetary sur-
plus. It was estimated at $500,000,-
000 at the end of the first five
months of the 1951-52 fiscal year.
Last March, Mr. Abhott said he
was budgeting for a  $30,000,000
for the whole of the year.

“ .. 1 am not apologizing for
the fact that we are running a
surplus which for the moment
appears to be very large” Mr.

Abbott sald in a speech prepared
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for delivery before the Toronto
branch of the ‘Junior Investment
Dealers.

It was not always easy for a
government to predict what the
future would bring — and he
quoted the experiences of On-
tarfo and Quebec as examples.

Premier Frost of Ontarlo, he
said, had obtained 16 per cent
more revenue than he had fore-
cast for 1950-51.

“A similar error by me would
have inflated the Federal surplus
by nearly $600,000,000."

Treasurer Gagon of Quebec had
obtained 18 per cent more rev-
enue than forecast—"or equiva-
lent to nearly $700,000,000 in the
Federal budget.”

“Somewhat comparable
calculations were made on
expenditure side.”

Now, Mr. Abbott added, he did
not wish to belittle the forecast-
ing abilities of these two gentle-
men—*I have the highest regard
for both of them, not only as
men but as provincial treasurers.’

“But I just want to draw your
attention to the fact that it isn't
always easy for a government to
forecast the future, particularly
in these troubled and uncertain
times."”

Most people had not adjusted
their thinking to the magnitude
of the government's current bud-
get.

“Do you realize,” sald Mr. Ab-
bott, “that If I am five per cent
below the actual figure on the
income forecast and five per
cent over it on the expenditure
forecast, the difference in the
size of the surplus would be close

Pelletier was held in protective
custody and pleaded gullty yes-
terday to a charge of vagrancy.

Dies In Montreal

Many people throughout this
Province and in the City of Mont-
real were saddened by the sudden
and untimely death of Mr. Denis
L. Macdonald which occurred on
September 30th last.

The deceased, a native of Ver-
non, P.E.I, and a veteran of two
wars, was the valued manager of
the Catholic Sailors’ Club on the
waterfront of Canada's largest
seaport. Here he* laboured inde-
fotigably for the welfare of sea-
men from all quarters of the
globe.

During the open season of navi-
gation his work was particularly
arduous. In fair weather or foul
he was ever present on the docks
to greet ships from far-off lands
and to invite the storme~tossed sail-

ors to the cosy Commissioner
Street Club, where light and
warmth offset the rigors of the
sea.

The recreational activities pro-
vided by the late Mr. Macdonald
for the men were many and va-
ried: bowling, concerts, dances and
a well-stocked reading room help-
ed to cater to their enjoyment
while in port, and for their spir-
itual needs men of all faiths were
directed to their respective chur-
ches for the worship of God.

Truly, his was a life of service
to those who went down to the sea
in ships, and it is not to be won-
dered that the thanks of countless
thousands who manned the ocean
or lake vessels to the great Port of
Montreal bore. witness to hls un-
tiring labours for their welfare.

In an editorial a few days after
his death the Montreal Star wrote
“Many careers were open to him
but he choose the one that led to
service."”

To his hereaved wife and young
son, lo his brothers and sisters the
sympathy of a grateful community
is being extended.
