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A SURGEON'S TABLE.

AN OPERATION PERFORMED TO
SAVE HIS LIFE.

Thrilling Story of a Man Who Took Chlere-

form and Experienced a Very Difficult

Operation.

Never mind what my complaint was.
I was a terrified, crushed, trembling dazed
man, for I had recelved my sentence
which was that ‘‘a very grave operation
must be performed within a week if my
iife were to be saved.”
