There is no
inspection of liuor; I think there should
be an inspectivn of all hquors for sale; I
think heavy bgads shou'd be given by
every man wishing to engage in the liquor
business and he should be held entirely
reliable for all damage.

To Dr. McLeod—I imagine a man
would swear to a lie in his own interest if
he thought he would not be found out.
These people are those who have no
means to put at stake and who take bribes
te go on the stand and awear falsely. I
believe the best thing we could have is
prohibition but there would be a vast
amount of smuggling and I think difficulty
would be experienced in enforcing such a
law, The people who would smuggle
liquor have only to run the gauntlet ard
escape the revenue officers.

They
did the best they could. They expended
& large sum of money, and then ap-
plied to the City Council to get it back
The Scott Act wasa perfect and com-
plete failure. I believe it was repealed
¢ nscieatiously by the people. In the
towns I would have high license, making
the liquor dealer give a heavy bond, and
try him as a criminal, for every leg that
was broken or life lost. There is total
liquor prohibition law in the State of
Maine. Under the Canada Temperance
Act the rich man could import his liquor
and the poor man could not.

To Dr. McLeod.—A City Council
elected by the people represents the peo-
ple.

H. M. Davison, (sworn)— -

To Mr. Clarke—I am city clerk. There
is no Scott Act fund. All fines go into
the city. The Scott Act had just been re-
pealed when I came into office.

To Mr. Gigault—I have the complete
city reports since 1835. We have not a
complete fyle before 1885. We have
copies for 1875. I cannot tell the exact
amount of fines which were collected.
There were a number of persons fined un-
der the Scott Act.for selling liquor illeg-
ally.
