So the advertiser who
keeps on shouting his name in bold,
black type across halfa page of the
papers, day in and day out, using the
same copy, though he maybe keeping

everlastingly at it in the most lavish

way, fails to reapa_ satisfactory reward
for the money expended, and he con

demns advertising as of little or no

value. At first, perhaps, people talk of
his boldness, and his advertisement
mayfor a time pay him tor the money

advertisment
losesits and people dv not
even stop to read it. It fails in the
most essential particular, and that is to
so attract people toread it that they
will be led by its argumentsto buy
your goods. ‘There was a time when
bold black-faced advertisements that
seemedto shout at onefromthe center
of the page, were effective because
there was nothing better. People had
not studied the art and science of ad-
vertising in those days and every man
who wantedto advertise must perforce
have shouted atthe readers, and the
only way to make his voice heard
vbove his neighbors was to use bigger
or biacker type. It was amid all this
riot that some bright man discovered
the fact that a much smaller advertise—
ment, which said something that would
interest the public, in plain, every—day
reading type, helped to sell goods
better than the excited shots of the sur-
rounding black type that tuld nothing
but the unimportant fact that gach
merchant believed that his own goods
were the best and in every way the
finest and most complete line ever
sold in the city. Nowadays live mer
chants have learned the lesson
it requires something more than their
names in big type to hold the atten-
tion of the reading public.— Painters’
