Under a front page heading, “why
the morning papars were late,” the
London Ster recoun.ed in detail a
censorshin muddle over news cf |
British tr in France that occur-
red last night.

Here is the Star's story:—

“Many morning newspapers were
delivered late or not at all today
owing to the action of the censor-
ship.

“Late last night (11:16 p. m. Bri-
tish time) authority was given by
the ministry of inicrmetion to an
announcement that British trocps
were fighting side by side with the

French.

“At 11:33 p. m, the ministry with-
drew their authority.

“Some newspapers had received
the censor’'s sanction to print
facts at an earlier hour and
story was already in the early edi-
ticns being given great prominence
on the front page at 1:45 a. m. Tue-

sday.

“Meanwhile other editions of the
newspaper were being prepared
without the banned stories.

“Then at 225 a. m. came a final
announcement from the ministry of
information authorizing the relea‘e
of the news after all.”

Today the ministry of informat-
ion issued a communique saying
British troops were in France but
had not vet been in action. It did
pot explain this contradiction with
the earlier story.
