Liability of Telegraph Co's.

The Supreme Judicial Court of Maine
bas just given a judgment in the case of
Ayer vs. the Western Union Telegraph Co.
which will prove of unusual interest to the
commercial public. The circumstances of
the case were as follows : Ayer sent a tele-
gram from Bangor, Me., to his correspond-
ent at Philadelphia, saying: *‘‘Will sell
800 M. laths, delivered at your wharf, two
ten net ‘cash. July shipment. Answer
quick.” The message was deliverd with
the word *‘ten” omitted, and the reply
was sent : ** Accept your telegraphic offer
on laths. Caanot increase price spruce.”
Although the error was subsequently dis-
covered by correspondence, the Phildel-
phia merchant insisted on the purchase,
and Ayer sued the Western Union Tele-
araph Co. to make good his loss. The
company put forward in its defence the
printed message formn containing the stipu-
Jation that the company should not be held
liable unless the message was repeated by
by the sender at his own cost. The supreme
court over-ruled the defence, and gave
damages to the plaintiff on the ground that
the stipalation as to the non-linbility for
an unrepeated message is vcid, and that
the mistake was the fault of the company’s
officials.

The judgment also said: *‘Telegraph
companies are quisi-public servants. They
receive from the public valuable franchises;
they owe the public care and diligence ;
their business intimately concerns the
public ; many and various interesis »re
practical'y dependent upon it ; vearly all
mterests may be affected by it, and thus
nechigence in it may often work wreparible

mischief to individaals and  courmunit ies,

It is essential to the pub'ie goad that their
duty of using.care and  diligence be rigudly
enforced.  Hav ng “taken the pidy and

houid ﬂn'_\' uot
repetition  of

accept ed the message, why
do all things, Huh.(] ng the
the despatch vecessay for correct trans-
wis=ion? We think that, bhaving under-
taken to transmit this message, the defend-
ant st deliver it as it was received.”
This decision will tend to awake the
telegraph oflicials and operators more care-
ful than they are accurtomed to be. In
Canada the  Gould-Wunan  telegraph
wmonopoly must either bs taken wunder
government control or else their wires must
suoner or later be duplicated by the govern-
ment. In the meantime any legal decisions
will be gladly welcomed that may tend to
enlarge the responsibiiitics of the company
and compel them to be more consicerate of
public and individual interests.—Excaange,
