TEXT OF SPEECH

Following is the full text of the
Throne Speech:

“Mr. Speaker - and Gentlemen
of the Legislative Assembly:

“It is with pleasure that I wel-
come you today as you resume
your duties in this the sixth ses-
sion of the Forty-seventh General
Assembly of our Province.

“‘Charlottetown ,the only city in

the Province, is this year cele-
brating the one hundredth anni-
versary of its incorporation. The
celebrations will bring to our city
and Province many visitors. Our
people, with their usual courtesy
and friendliness, will have an ad-
ditional opportunity to advertise
our Privince and its attractions
as one of the finest tourist re-
sorts in Canada.
“Despite adverse weather con-
ditions and the many problems
usually encountered in the first
year of any operation, the rural
electrification  pregram inaugu-
rated last year has proceeded in
a most satisfactory manner. A
full report of progress to date
will be presented for your con-
sideration. It may be necessary
as the work continues, to amend
the regulations so that areas that
cannot now be served will have
an opportunity to obtain power
if they so- desire.

“My Government has inaugu-
rated an Agricultural Engineer-
ing Service and assistance will
be given in such matters as plans
and specifications for the con-
struction of farm buildings ,sur-
veys of farms for more efficient
land use, and the proper utiliza-
tion of farm machinery and
spraying apparatus. )

“Special consideration is being
given to improving seed cleaning
facilities for the control of nox-
ious weeds.

“My Government is encourag-

tained and he has been request-

LABOR PORTFOLIO

‘“‘Representations have frequ-
ently been made for the appoint-
ment of a Minister of Labour. At
the present time there is consid-
erable action among certain
groups who wish to organize
unions. Although my Government
does not encourage organizers
from outside the Province, it
does not discourage organization
of our own people. My Govern-
ment considers the appointment
of a Minister and the subsequent
formation of a department the
most effective way to handle the
labour problems which are fre-
quently brought, before it. You
will be asked to amend the
Decessary statutes to provide for
thes‘ changes.

“1%e construction of an Active
Treatment Centre in connection
with Falconwood Hospital is well
upder way. This centre will pro-
vide the most modern facilities
for treatment of persons suffer-
ing from mental illness. This
building is not intended to allev-
ate the crowded conditions
which presently exist at Falcon-
wood Hospital but rather to pro-
vide for short - term, intensive
therapy for those patients who
may be expected to benefit from
such treatment.

“My Government is considering
plans for the improvement of
facilities for treatment of Polio-
myelitis patients in the present
gnlt located in the Provincial

fum. It is intended to ex-
pand the' treatment services
available at this Centre to meet
future demands for medical re-
habilitation of persons crippled
as a result of congenital de-
formity.

“You will be asked to pass
legislation effecting an agreement
signed by the Governments of
Camada and Prince Edward Is-
land respecting Allowances fo r
Disabled Persons.

“My Government notes with
satisfaction that progress has
been made in the field of educa-
tion during the current year, par-
ticularly at the high school level
with the introduction of the
Grade Twelve Course and the
expansion of high school facilities
in the rural centres. Accordingly,
my Government anticipates an

ing extensive prod of hor-
ticultural crops including native
fruits, for both the fresh and the
processed food markets. Because
of the definite need for more
careful cleaning, grading and
packaging of horticultural pro-
ducts, efforts will be made to
impress upon those concerned

Being a keen lover and expert
judge of horses, he, in his young-
er days exhibited not only some
of the best in the carriage class
but also could quote the names,
owners and track accomplishments
of performers in the sulky.

Although not in the best of
health on his retirement to the
city, he continued to take an ac-
tive interest in his family, his
friends and in church and com-
munity  activities.

Until a short time before his
death he remained reasonably ac-
tive but, despite expert medical
attention and the best in family
care, on Tuesday, December 14,
his soul passed to its heavenly
reward, strengthened with the last
rites of the Roman Catholic
Church administered by the Rev.
J .L. Madigan C. Ss. R.

He has left to mourn his pas-
sing a sorrowing and devoted wife
and four sons and four daugh-
ters: Thomas, Los Angeles, Cali-
fornia; John, Arvida, P.Q.; Pat-
rick, Stanhope; Joseph, Charlotte-
town; Helena, (Mrs. James A.
