Louis Hopes To
Break Jinx On
Comeback Trail

NEW YORK, Sept. 24 — (AP) —
In the glare of the lights at Yankee
Stadium Wednesday night, one of
the greatest ring warriors the
world has seen will try at the age
of 36 to win back the heavyweight
championship,

In the long history of pugilism,
no big man ever has regained the
title he lost or surrendered. Joe
Louis believes he will be the first,
Ezzard Charles, the lean, black
29-year-old slasher from Cincin-
nati, Is just as certain that Joe will
fail.

Charles has held the world title,
in the eyes of the National Box-
ing Associatlon, since he outpoint-
ed Jersey Joe Walcott at Chicago
last June 22, He has defended it
successfully three times, knocking
out Gus Lesnevich, Pat Valentino
and Freddie Beshore.

Louis, full of age and with no
valid chall in. sight, .
ed March 1, 1949, that he had reach-
ed the end of his brilliant career.
He had, since winning the cham-
pionship from Jimmy Braddock,
defended it on 25 occasions and
had won 22 times by knockouts.

Most of those who saw the
Brown Bomber 'at his best hoped
he would stay retired. They pre-
ferred to remember him ds he was
—the fighter with animal-like
grace ' and reflexes who caused
their pulse to race as he stalked
and brought down his prey.

But it wasn't to be. A few
months -ago the word got around
that Joe needed a rough $200,000
to settle arrears on his ‘income tax,
and on Aug, 17 he announced he
was coming back,

To make the fight, the Interna-
tional Boxing Club had to promise
the old. champion* 35 per .cent of
the net receipts. Charles, “who
never before has fought for a
really big gate, was glad to seitle
for 20 per cent.

Theré probably will be close to
$300,000 in the house when the bell
rings at 8 PM. EDT Wednesday
night. Ringsiders will pay $30 for
the privilege of watching Louis
pursue his younger, faster oppon-
ent and try to corner him for the
kill somewhere within the 15
rounds. . ¥

Television and radio rights will
add some $200,000 to the gross re-
ceipts, -

Just what the spectators will
see, nobody can safely predict, It
could be a good fight or it could
develop into a sad spectacle—the
latter if Louls tires: and Charles
finds it possible to astep around
the old warrior and chop him up
in the latter rounds.

Joe insists it will never go the
limW. He declares, somewhat flu.-
teringly, that Charles.  is a  man
who will stand up and tight, and
that “it'll end in 'a. knockout. one
way or_ another."

Louis Trains Hard

Joe has trained long and hard.
He was a corpulent 240 pounds
when he started doing road: work
out in Indiana. The other day,
after a sparring session at Pomp-
ton Lakes, N.J., he tipped the
scale at 217—about what he  ex/
pects to weigh Wednesday.

Charles, after cutting up Fred-
die Beshore and forcing him to quit
in the 14th round of their fight at
Buffalo, Aug. 15, took a short rest
and then resumed training. He
has recovered eompletely from a
heart condition which forced him
to quit the ring for a time and ap-
