The torchlight procession last night was
one of the most interesting and successful
events of the carnival. Halifax out-did
therself, and that is saying a good deal, for
{1 am told there have been mauny excellent
{dumvmstmt ions of a similar character in the
jcity before. But then Halifax always goes
toue better every time.

The procession was between two and
three miles in length, and took about
an hour to pass the Halifax Hotel, from
the balcony of which I witnessed it. Many,
in fact all, the exhibits showed great taste
and skill in their arrangen.ent, and
some of thein must have necessitated the
sxpenditure of a good deal of money.

The displays made by the different fire
companiss were grand. No 6 division, U,
E. C., had rheir veel decovated to represent
the King of the Carnival and fish, flesh and
fowl. The design was exceedingly pretty,
winoing the prize. It would take much
more space than I have at my disposal to
