Any farmer may send
samples of seed to the Central Experi-
men:al Farm, Ottawa, and receive a report
as to the vitality and vigor of growth free
of charge. Three pound. samples of grain
are sent free to applicants who will report
on the crop grown and send an equal quan-
téty of the seed grown back to the Central
arm.

After a brief talk on the care and feeding
of hogs for pork-making Prof. Robertson
gave place to Prof. Shuttleworth, of Prince
of Wales Coliege, who delivered an address
on the methods of testing and valuing com-
merciszl fertil zers. He expressed a hope
of meeting the farmers occasionally, when
he would discuss practical and scientific
subjects with them.

Prof. Rooertson then delivered an addross
on Dairy Farming, paying special attention
to the making and preserving of butter.

Towards the close of the meeting several
of those present expressed their satisfaction
with the addresses, and took advantage of
1’ of. Robertson’s offer to answer any ques-
ucas that might be asked relating to the
subject under consideration.
