SHOREHAM, Eng., (CP) — A
Vickers Valiant jet bomber—cap-
able of carrying a nuclear punch
more powerful than the entire
bomb d of the S d
World War—crashed on to a rail-
way line here Friday.

The co-pilot, who bailed out, was
the only member of the four-man
crew to escape. One of the three
killed was a civilian.

A Sussex police officer said it
appeared the pilot realized he was
about to crash in a thickly packed
seaside residentail area. He made
a desperate effort to reach a small
recreation area. but could not
make it.

‘At least the pilot succeeded in
that no civilians were seriously in-
jured,” the officer said. Six were
slightly injured.

PORTLAND, Me., (AP)—Clar-
ence E. Mulford, 73, creator of
the fictional cowboy ‘Hopalong
Cassidy,” died Thursday. . The
author’s death came two das
after a major chest operation.

Mulford’s “Hopalong Cassidy,”
central figure in a series of
western stories about a mythical
“Bar 20" ranch, was turned into
a motlon picture and television
hero by actor William Boyd.

Mulford's production More
than 100 western novels and
short stories—stopped some 20
years ago. He took umbrage at
high federal income taxes and
refused to do any more writing.

Many critics considered Mul-
ford’s western stories as second
only to those of the late Zane
Grey.

Mulford never lived in the west
and did little travelling there
Much of his writing was done iv
dn apartment in Brooklyn, N.
But he was a thorough research-
er and a painstaking craftsman.

More Immigrants
Than Last Year

OTTAWA (CP) — Canada wel-
comed 18,963 immigrants in the‘
first quarter of this year, an in-
crease over the 1955 flow but
still not up to the movement pat-
tern that produced almost 150,000
immigrants in 1954

Immigration department figures
for the January-March period, is-
sued Friday, showed the 18,963
compared with 17,627 immigrants
who came to Canada in the same
period of 1955.

British immigrants in the Janu-
ary-March period totalled 4,912
compared with 4,356 in 1955; Ger-
man 2,317 compared with 2112;
Italian 4,158 compared with 4,418
and Netherlanders 1,050 compared
with 1,122,

Immigration flow to Canada for
the whole of last year was 109,946,
the lowest figure in many years
Officials said the declining rate
of immigration is due mainly to
a drying up of immigrant ]DOO!I
abroad b of better
conditions and job opportunities in
such countries as Britain, Italy and
the Netherlands which have pro-
vided Canada with most of her
immigrants in the past.

First quarter figures for this
year show Ontario still getting the
biggest share of immigrants. A
total of 10,209 in the January
March period indicated Ontario as
their destination.

In Collingwood, Ont., House

COLLINGWOOD, Ont. (CP) —
Death lay smouldering in a house
where 27 persons slept Thursday
morning but luck smiled one min-
ute before tragedy could take a

Police are investigating what
fire chief John McAllister called
“planned murder.” He sald a bottle
of unidentified explosives with a
fuse attached was found taped to
a five-gallon can of coal oil in a
small shed adjoining the house.

Inside the rooming-house slept
70-year-old Mrs. Margaret Light-
heart, her two married sons and a
number of boarders, The sons
each have five children.

Police Chief Lewis Elliott de-
scribed the bomb as “‘the work of
the devil—only luck saved a score
of people from being killed.”

“We know whom we are looking
for,” he said.

The bomb was discovered by
Mrs. Lightheart, owner of the 10-
room house at 4:30 a.m. She said
she wasn't feeling well and got out
of bed to make a cup of tea. The
shed is ted to the kitch
by a screen door.

“] saw the thing and I didn't
know what to do,” she said. “Then
it came to me that this was a
bomb — I just screamed and

d |gereamed.”

Flames were licking around the
coalpil can, she sald, and ‘‘the
whole works was set to blow us
all to kingdom come.”

Police chief Elliott said the fuse
in the bottle ‘had burned down to
within a quarter of an inch of
the detonator.”

“One minute more and there
would have been a terrible trag-
edy,” he said.

“Underneath the carton was a

railroad torpedo which would have
blasted flames all over the house.”

Mrs. Lightheart, discovering the |
bomb, aroused her son, Eartl
Nobes, who beat out the fire and
¢zrused the bottle of explosives.
