The slubbla neld< along the
river, on our side, were littered
with hundreds of bushels of oats
and approximately a
quarter to five they began hedge |,
hopping to the fields adjoining
the river. Methinks some plane
has given them a bit of a ‘razz-
ing’. Twice when high flying
planes passed by the birds on
the water broke into an angry
chorus and many took to wing
until the plane had passed. When
the second plane made its ap:
pearance hundreds of geese were
feeding on the stubble. Sudden-

ly they took off for the water vy

honking their heads off. We
thought for the moment that a
poacher had been creeping up
for sneak shot and then we heard
the plane. After the plane had
passed out of sight and hearing
supper time flight to the
nearby stubble was resumed. A
flock of crows that paid no at-
tention to the plane took off in
bad humour when a flock of
geese dropped among them |
without first requesting permis-
sion
