Miss MacDonald attended public
school at Kilmuir, and is a grad-
uate of P. W,C. She has her B.Sc.
degree from Dalhousie, where she
also took pre med. She graduated
from the Yale School of Nursing,
where she received her M.N., and
worked for several years with the
Baltimore Public Health Depart-
ment.

In February, 1945, she joined the
U.S. airtorce, and graduated from
flight school at McChord Airfield.
She was transferred to Randolph,
Texas, where she became a flight
nurse instructor. During the winter
of 1949-50 she was on air assign-
ment from Texas to Alaska. In Aug-
ust 1950 she travelled over twenty-
one thousand mues by alr doing
flight nurse duty on planes carry-
ing' Korean war casualties from
Fairfield, California, and other
points on the U.S. west coast to
hospitals in Iliinois, Mass., Alabama
and Texas.
