Recently the fund for maintain-
ing the old Protestalt Cemetery on
Elm Avenue received a contribu-
tion, It came in the form of a
cheque from Mr, Psul R. Brecken
of Calgary, a son of the late Rev.
Ralph Brecken, D.LC., a native Is-
lander who had 11any members ot
his family buried in the cemetery,

Although it has been oclosed to
burials since 1872 and kept up since
then by contributions from the
various Protestant churches of the
city, the secretary of the board of
trustees of the cemetery noticed
the name of Brecken recurring on
many of the tomb stones.

vestigation by government - experts
the world over, not excluding the
Science Service . Laboratory of
Plant Pathology in Charlottetown.

Mr. L. C. :Callbeck addressed
staff members and others recently
on the subject and said in part:

“In the past much time has been

formed by pathogens and to de-
termine the chemistry of these
toxins. When this is known, it will
be possible to select a compound to
inactivate the toxin through chem-
ical reaction.

Inactivation of Viruses

“An entirely new field, and one
in which we may expect consider-
able activity in the next few
years” sald Mr. Callbeck, “was

devoted to the devel t of
chemicals for the exterior ap-
plication to plants, where they act
as protectants in one way or an-
other, We have in our time wit-
nessed in the field of human
medicine, the development and ap-
plication of antiblotics, immuzing
antitoxins, pain-alleviating drugs
and blood plasma. These several
treatments are administered to the
patient by injections into the cir-
culatory system, The possibility of
introducing a compound into a
plant for the purpose of immuniz-
ing it against attack by a specific
pathogen or for the purpose of de-
stroying an establirhed pathogen
has resulted in studies being made

d in 1942 by Stoddard when
he published his researches on the
inactivation in *vivio of the virus
of x-disease of peach. He soaked
infected buds in solutions or sus-
pensions of the chemicals and then
budded them to healthy peaches.
Nearly all the buds grew when
budded into healthy seedlings, the
virus having been killed or heavily
reduced,

The speaker concluded with a
summary of the results obtained
and a detailed description of the
compounds and chemicals used in
the  various experiments by
recognized authorities in their vaf-
lous fields.

and experiments being ducted
in the field of internal therapy.
“If we can discovered,” said Mr.

Callbeck, “a compound which, when
sprayed on turnip seedlings, would
immunize them against attack of
Club Root, or on potato foliage
which would destroy the mycelia of
Late Blight infestants, who could
estimate the economic value of
such discoveries?”

Mr. Callbeck explained in detail
the technical terms prevalent In
the field in which research is made
and continued to examine the cure
suggested for nutritional disord-
ers. The natural entrance for
nutrient elements is the root and
many deficiencies of a great variety
of plants are being corrected by the
simple expedient of jncorporating
a compound of the required element
with the soll on which the plants
are growing or are to be grown.
Thus copper must be added to
certain muck soils for onions;
boron is a component of our turnip
fertilizers, magnesium is often in-
cluded in our potato fertilizers.

“Recently,” continued Mr, Call-
beck, “we have discovered that
molybdenum must be added to cert-
ain of our soils for the successful
production of cauliflower.”

The chlorosis of oak trees caused
by iron deficiency is easily cured
by reuck injections. Apple rosette is
cured by spraying the trees with
solutions of zinc salts, Magnesium
deficiency in potatoes has heen
checked by spraying the foliage
with magnesium; sulphate and both
borax dusts and sprays have been
employed against brown heart of
turnip. .

Artificial Immunization

Some research has been done to
establish the chemical basis for
resistance of plants to disease.
Since natural resistance in many
cases probably does have a chem-
ical basis, then it is logical to as-
sume that resistance can be im-

parted by introducing chemicals
artifically. The problem of course
is to find suitable chemicals. Dutch
elm disease has been successfully
inoculated against and one virus
disease of peaches. A number uf
known treatments have been ap-
plied effectively to reduce the sev-
erity of Fusarium wilt of tomatoes.
“It is probable that some in-
stances of induced resistance or
immunity are correlated with al-
terations in the metabolic processes
of the plant,” Mr. Callbeck states,
“as it has long been recognized for
example, that a plant may be var-
ied in its resistance to disease
through altering its nutrition.”

Systemic Fungicides

The possibility of killing pests
with selective pesticides applied in-
ternally to plans has intrigued
scientists for generations. “It is in-
teresting to note,” said Mr. Call-
beck, “that an anonymous paper
written In 1602 suggested that”...
worms, which grow into the tree
can be killed by borirng downward
into the pith and filling it with
pepper, laurel and incense.”” Pos-

sibly this is not as fantastic as it
sounds because modern research in
entomology has shown the insect-
icidal properties of some of the

constituents of pepper and laurel.
The suggestion was made that
spraying  therapeutants on elm
trees is much easier and cheaper
than soil applications and makes
possible the treatment of many
city trees that are surrounded by
pavement.

“One investigator has shown
that tobacco brown root is due to a
toxin liberated Into the soil by de-
caying timothy and has shown
similarly that black root of straw-
berry is due primarily to toxins
liberated in organic matter de-
compositions,” said the speaker. It
remains for further research to
disclose the nature of the toxins
