Napoleon now paid his debt, as may be
presumed, magnificently ; made him accept
three hundred thousand francs as a reim-
bursement from the Emperor for the thirty
thousand lent to the subaltern of artillery;
and besides made him director -general of
the gardens of the crown, with a salary of
thirty thousand francs. He ulso gave a
government place to his brother.

In Apil, 1815, when Napoleon was at
the head of his army, preparing to- attack
the allies, his Marshals demanded an
interview with him. They were opposed
to his plan of operations, and looked upon
an attempt to re-enter Paris us hopeless.

CHEESE AS A DIGESTER.

As a digester, as some not appropriately
call it, cheese—that which is dec-yed an
mouldy being preferred by connoisseurs—is
often eaten after dinner. The action which
experience seems to have proved it to
poneu in aiding the digestion of what has
sly been eaten, is both curious and
ing, and has had some light thrown
upon it by recent chemical researe «

When the curd of milk is exposed to the
air in a moist state, for a few days, at a
moderate temperature, it begins gradually
to decay, to emit ldlugrer.--bla odor, and
to ferment. When in this state, it possesses
the property, in certain circumstances,
inducing a species of chemical change
fermentation in other moist substances wil
which it is mixed, or is brought into contact.
It acts after the same manner as sour
leaven does when mixed with sweet dough.

ow old and partially {decayed cheese
acts in a similar way when introduced into
the stomach. It causes chemical changes
gradually to commence, among the particles

some kinds of cheese, however, which will
effect this purpose. Those are generally
considered the best in which some_ kind of
cheese mould has established itself.-Hence *
the mere eating of a morsel of cheese after

. Iftoo new, or of improper quality, it
will only add to the quantity of food with
which the stomach is already overloaded,
and will have to wait its turn for dlgeulon
by the ordinary process.— Chemistry
Common Life.

Interesting Discovery.—The workmen
engaged in prolonging the Durham Terruce,
(Quebec,) on the site ofthe old chateau or
