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But No Riviera

After a day such as yesterday—
the truly golden day of the year to
date—it is easy to view even the most
enthusiastic estimates of the Island’s
future as a resort area as being ridi-
eulous understatements.

Why, swept along by that mood,
it even becomes reasonable to say
that Senator e Inman, of Mon-
tague, in addressing the Upper House
this week, was speaking conserva-
tively (perish the thought) when she
said that this province has all the
potentalities to become, with proper
encouragement, the “tourist mecca
of all Canada.”

Even so, at least one of the ldeas
put forward by the Senator seems to
need a little second thought—her
suggestion that the Island is capable
of becoming the Riviera of this side
of the Atlantic.

Oh, it could be tempting, all right
—all those luscious, leggy, under-
draped girls—the sophisticated pleas-
ures and the gourmet delights—
plenty of gambling places and night
life whoop-de-do—but it might as
well be admitted that this province
shows no signs of moving very rapid-
ly in those directions.

Why, come to think of it, P.E.I
remains the only province in Canada,
and one of the very few places any-
where, that continues to outlaw what
almost the whole of the rest of the
world regards as “normal amenities”
for those who drink.

As things stand, therefore, it
seems best to recommend P.E.IL
chiefly as a place that shares with
its visitors some of the loveliest de-
lights nature produces anywhere—
but as no Riviera.

Two Precious Rights

The stand taken by Magistrate
R.S. Hinton, as reported in yester-
day’s Guardian, in challenging certain
implications of Summerside council’s
recent “get tough with crime” pro-
nouncements, appears to be alto-
gether exemplary. So does his record.
His reasons for declining to attend
& special council meeting, which could
have involved him in a commitment,
#nd his insistence that submissions
@s to sentences should be received
only in open court, are alike irre-
proachable.

There is, indeed, no part of Magis-
trate Hinton’s statement, with its
tone of calm, reasoned dignity, that
invites disagreement. Neither is there
any part of it that offers encourage-
ment to controversy. Yet it may be
desirable to suggest some limits to
the conclusions that should be drawn
from it.

It would be a mistake, for in-
stance, if the particular answers of
one magistrate to a particular set of
eriticisms were to hecome regarded
#s a blanket, over-all answer, in be-
half of all magistrates, to all forms of
eriticism that might be directed
":Inst any of them.

Y OPEN TO CRITICISM—While
eertain universal principles were
stated by Magistrate Hmwn, they
‘do not lessen the

way Magistrate Hinton happily was
able to do, they should be kept under
unrelenting criticism.

Perhaps, as one possible case in
point, there are some who don’t show
| the same respects as Magistrate Hin-
| ton expressed for the principle of the
: “open court”—who overdo the busi-
| ness of holding “quiet sittings” at un-
| usual hours, and thereby enable

favored persons to “cover up” on their
| court appearances. It has happened
elsewhere. Wherever it happens, the

* | result is to defeat the concept of equal

justice—to show favoritism— to take
public business into hldmg If it is
happening in this province, it is time
for criticism to begin.

CHIEF MISTAKE—Meanwhile,
though, to get back to Summerside,
the chief thing wrong with council’s
moves against crime was not that
| the members criticized magistrates
| (for they have the power to answer,
as Magistrate Hinton did), but that
they overstepped propriety if they
had the idea of directly influencing
| the conduct of the courts.

But it remains the risht of any
council, and of every individual, to
feel and express concern over ell
matters that affect the public. It is
just as precieus a right as the one
exercised with such effectiveness by
Magistrate Hinton.

Only The Beginning

‘ Every responsible comment offer-
| ed so far on the new agreement to
partially ban nuclear testing, as
reached yesterday at Moscow, has in-
cluded a reference to it as being a
“first step”.

Whether it should be viewed as a
giant stride, or just a minor shuffle,
hasn’t been established with certainty
as yet. Indeed, there are scarcely any
claims about it that can be made
with safety until the agreement has
been ratified, and it faces stiff ve-
sistance in the U.S. Senate.

Still, if any step at all has been
taken in the direction of easing cold
war tensions—even the most minor
sort of a start—it will rank as the
first significant movement of the
kind that has taken place in almost
two decades.

Assuredly the world stands ready
to acclaim even “only the beginning”
—will not grudge whatever time is
required for future steps—if events
only quickly confirm that a true
beginning has been made.

Just why a predominantly French-

What the Quebec cultural affairs
department means by “French cul-
ture,” is not explained. Obviously,
France has a French culture just as
Italy has an Italian culture, and the
Ukraine an Ukranian culture.

The culture
of the France of Louis XIV was not
the French culture of Napoleon the
First, still less was it the culture of
a modern France often at odds with
the Church and with a strong tinge
of Communism and a still stronger
strain of socialism runmng through
its politics.

and an answer obtained - this
| being the normal method of ob-
taining information without tak-
ing up the time of parliament.
When T entered parliament in
1953, the question period sel-
| dom exceeded 15 minutes per
day.

SLOWS PROCEEDINGS

However, slnu lhen the rule
regarding “urgency” or ‘“na-
tional importance” has been
largely and increasingly disre-
garded and successive Speakers
)\ave allowed great latitude in

kind of oral questions that
nre asked daily. As a result
the question period now takes
normally anywhere from 40 to
90 minutes; a very consider-
able portion of the daily work-
ing hours. This greatly slows
own the carrying out of par-
| liament's regular business and
is one most important
reasons for the present long
sessions.

The extension of the question
period really got under way in
1956 during the pipe line de-
bate when Conservative and
CCF MPs used the device as a
sort of filibuster to delay the
passage of the notorious pipe
line bill. Precedents such
these are unfortunately danger-
ous and have far reaching ef-
fects. During the days of the
Conservative regime 1957-1963,
the Liberals took advantage of
the precedent and used it with
great effect to harass and on oc-
casion obstruct the government.
This latter in pxrﬂculnr appear-
ed to be the case in the brief
Zwth parhament (June '62 to
Febru: "63).

nurmﬂ the prcsent parliament
.the question period has normal-
ly been lasting 30 to 60 min-
utes per day and this time-con-

suming operation has apparent-
ly become a permanent prob-
lem of parliament.
