Also,
the opening leader may not be
sure declarer has both ace and
jack, and sometimes continues
with the same suit. Usually it is
not in declarer's interest to take
the king lead. The hands wiere
the king 1s taken are gsaerally
those in which declarer is vulner-
able to a switch to another suit,
South in today's hand, fell vic-
tim to his familiarity with the
i Bath Coup.
