THE AMENDMENTS T0 THE DISESTAB-
LISUMENT BILL.

——

In the House of Lords the Disestablishment
Bil! was again considered on the 5th and 6th
iusts., and several important amendments were
asreed to.  After a vain attempt on the part
of Lord Clifford to give the value of their
names to the Preshyterians, the Archbishop
of Caiterbury woved an amendment to cluuse
29, tg the effect thet private eydowments made
since 1560, instend of 1600, be retained by
the Church. This being oppused the Arch-
Lishop then moved that al' glebe lands grant-
©g by the Crown since 1506 be given to the
new Church body, which after a prolonged
discussion, was carried, ayes, 105, mays 55
The House then adopted an awcndment to
clause 33, to the effect that the poor rates be
deducted from any rent charge sold in lien of
tythes, ayes 91, nays 64.  The Regium Do-
num clause was then agreed to, when Lord
Fitzwalter renewed the amendwept to strike
the Maynooth College clause from the Bill,
but afier debate. the ilouse voted to retain it,
ayes 140 nays 22. As an amendment (o clause
68, Lord Cairus proposed to postpone the
question of the disposal of the surplus on the
ground that much time must elapse before its
reslization, and he objected to its application
to relieve others from legul obligations. After
a protracted discussion the amendment was ac-
cepted by a vote of 160 for to 90 against. The
clauses which had previously been passed over
were then considered und agreed to with some
verbal alteration, when the Bill, as a whole,
pa:sed the Commttee.

Thus ends the action of the Lords on the
Bill in the way of amendmerts. After another
formal vote it will be returned to t-e Commons
for their approval in its present shape. Asto
the changes made in the measure by the Upper
llouse, it cannot be swid that they are al-
together for the best, There seems to have
been a constant effurt to introduce the princi»
pal of concurrent endowment in un indirect
way,and the vote on L .rd Cuirns’ amendment
to clause 68, which is a practical recognition
of the principal of concurrent endowment,
shows that the House wus not unwilling to do
indireotly what it was afraid to do openly and
above hoard Thus the Duke of Cleveland’s
amendment providing for concurrent endows
ment was, as a direct issue, voted down, but
Lord Cuairns® motion postponing the question,
yet locking to a final agreems: t with the Duke
of Cleveland, wus cariied. We,do not think
that such action speaks well tor the manliness
of the House. So grave a matter shonld be con-
s daied in a quite different spirit, and the Peers
should rise above the tactics of mere politi-
cians, It is not likely, however, that the
Uommons will be bliuded by their action. As
passed by the popular body the Bill is an in-

lieve it may, s commencement will at least!
have been made,and abetter understanding of
the views of both parties arrived at, that may
leau to & successfyl renewal of negotiations at
a futyre time.

Tywo very powerful navel expeditions have
recently left the shore of Great Britain. One,
consisting entirely of ironclads with the gigan~
tic Agineourt for the flagship, and the Her-
cujes. with ber ten 308-pounder guns and 10
in. srmor, among the number, has gone pro-
fessedly for the purpose of escorting the
Bermuda floating dock, a work which would
probubly be d:ne much better by smaller
vessels. This is, undoubtedly, the most
powerful flcet which ever sailed from Great
Britain or any other country; it is capable of
going anywhere, and it is certainly safe to
affirm that there is no harbor on thjs side of
the Atlantie into which these splendid ships
could not force a speedy entrance. So long
as Great Britain ean send such fleets to sea,
there is little danger of any foreign power
lightly risking a quarcel with her, or daring to
insult any subjects of the Empire, in Canada
or elsewhere.” The second expedition, which
has jyst started upop a twelve mouth's cruise,
consists of heavy armed and exceedinglv fast
frigates and corvettes They are to be at
certain points at certian dates, and there to
await orders from the Admiralty as to their
future course. They are fully armed
a-d equipped for active service.— Montreal
Neys.

RAISING WATER.

Morgan's British Trade Journal saye:—
# Au important discovery connected with the
raising of water 18 claimed to have been made
by Dr. Bouron, a physieian of some reputation,
residing at Haveryille,Seine Inferieure, France.
It appears that by a very simple pi. e of mech-
anicism he can raise a coutinuous stream of
water to almost any altitude, without labor of
any kind, and w'thout expense, beyond that
necessary for the first cost of the machine,and
this is by no means large, considering the
amount cf useful works which it yields, Dr.
Bouron states that the power of the machine
18 based upon a natyal and immutable mecha-
nigal Jmncipul, and that by it there may be
created a coutinuous current of water at the
surface of the soil, wherever there exists, no
watter at whatever depth it may be, 8 spring
of wuter.  The wachine js intended to spper-
sede all exisiing pumps, its coustruction not
being more expensive, whilst it has the addi-
ticnal advantage that no expense is incurred
for keeping it coustantly and usefally at work,
although other pumps, especially when the
water 18 raised a great height, necessiate enor-
mous experse compared with the useful effect

The question of Reciprocity in trade with
the United Stutes, is once more prominently
helore the public: and a recent telegram from
Ottawa via New York eays that the Hon Mr.
Rose will likely proceed to Washingzton about
the 10th inst , to consult with the British Mic+
ister on the subject. Ten Days ago, it was
stated that on the 12th June, Secretary Fish
addressed am official letter to the British Min-
ister at Washington, iuforming him of the
action of the louse of Representatives of the
last session, recommendivg the renewal of ne«
zotiations for the arrangement of trade wiih
Canada, and ieviting  r. Thornton’s coopers
ation, with a view t» the negotiation of a cona
veution covering the interchange of products,
free navigati :n of the St. Lawrence, freedom
of the Gulf and m-shore fisheries, and such
other, matters as ‘may be embraced in the
genefll subject of trade relations between the
United States and Canada, In the course
of the debate on rveciprocity that
took place in the House of Commons at Ot-
tawa a month ago. it was announced, that the
British Government had left this question en-
tirely in the hands of the Governmeut of
Canada, to take such action as might best
serve the interes:s of the Domimon, The
way being thus cleared tor action, Mr. Thorn-
ton, a3 soon as the suhject was brought hefore
him, referred it to Sir John Young's Cabinet,
who will prohably send one or two of their
number to Washington at an early day to dis»
cuss the whole question with Mr. Thornton
and the American Government. If that dis-
cussion is to be confined within the bounds
prescribed by the congressional resolution,
then we are not sanguine of any useful result
from the negotiation; for no British American
statesman could agiee to any arrangemeut
that in addition 3o the great advantages the
Americars haye now, of the wdmission of
the:y ships to our registry and our coasting
trade, without any coiresponding privileges
enjoyed by our shipping in their waters, would
concede to them the right to our fishing
grounds, and to the tree nayjgation of the St.
Lawrence aud the Canalian canals,without an
equivaleat, and without also considering the
question of free trrde, unless he was prepared
to take leave of puoiic life. But perbaps the
negotiation is intended to take wider ground.
We have heard it hinted that the American
Government, greatly desiring a freer commer-
cial intercourse thai: that now existing betweei
the two countries, are willing to open negotia-
tions for a renewal of Reciprocity, and wil}
make the congressional resolution an excuse
for doing so.
