Edgar's [}ha;g_eﬁgainst Caron

Orrawa, April 7.
Shertly alter opening session yesterday
Edgar moved his resolution making charges
against Caron.
Sir Adolphe Caron, in reply thereto,
{ said : **I take the first opportunity to state
| that in every particular the charges made
by the hon. gentileman are false. 1 may
say that unsolicited and without asking for
them, I have received telegrams from the
managers of both companies mentioned in
the charges, declaring that the charge of
wy having received moneys from them ia
abatlutely false. At thst part of the pro-
| cee lings 1 consider that the emphatic den-
| ial that I have given all these charges is all
I need say at present.” (Cheers.)
Sic John Thompson, said there was a
{ popular belief-in the country that the mem-
’Lcr in-- making chdrges - ggaingt another
member laid himself open to serious conse-

! quences and even risk of losing his seat.
‘ I'hat was not so. It was a misapprehen-
| of facts that a member in preferring euch
| charges may subject himself to censure of
| House, but in so far as his seat is concerned
| he can do so with impunity. This much
| he said to shew how far the House should
accede to the propoesition of Edgar. Either
branches of Legislature had the right to
enquire into how certain votes for subsidies
bad been administered. There was not an
allegation in these charges that any money
bad been misappropristed or maladministered
In the aeco.u?phce established precedent
says that he must have done so as a mem
ber of the House and the House would
notice that there was distinction between
such charges and tha omne preferred by
Edgar. The conduct and private character
of members of the House was not a subject
for houge investigating. In regard to the
administration of public moneys Parlia-
ment was not the proper tribuual for such
enquiry. CLourts were the proper places to
have such matters investigated. Two gen.
eral elections, covering a period of nine
years, and the zonduct of these elections in
some twenty constituencies, were matters
which the charges pr psed to deal with.
While the Gov-inmeit was ready to meet
any well d fized charg it. ceuld not accept
such propoeitions, avd, thercfore, he would
ask the House to r« ject the mostion.

Mr. Laurier charged the Minister of Justice
with handling the matter in a quibbling and
p-ttifogging way which was not cre .itable to
bim.

Hon. C. H. Tupper held that the position
taken by the Minister of Justice was in the
interests of members on both sides. If the
members believed there was public theiving
let the members put them in the charge and
committee be granted at once.
