T'wo men who had caught at a fig tree to assist
them up « steep embankment lay dead at its feet,
slain in all probability by an eniilade fire from
their right ; the branch at which they eaught was
stll intheir grasp.  Sowe could not be recognized
by their nearest friends.  Several were headless
—others were armless; but the wmanner of their
death was always plain. The minie left its large,
rather clear hole ; the shell sts horrid rent; the
shrapnel and grape their clear, great gashes, as
though one had thrust a giaut's spear through the
tender, quivering tlesh.

In one trench lay two grasping the same wea-
pon, triend and foe. Aecross their haods fell a
vine, the end upon the breast of the rebel, where
it had fallen with them from an elevation above,
the roots still damp with the fresh earth: wpon it
was a beautiful passion flower in full bloow and
two buds; the buds were stained with blood—
the flower as bright as was the day when the
morning stars sang together. On the face of
both was the ealm that follows sleep—rather pale,
perhaps, but seeming like him of old, of whom it
was said, “ He is not dead, but sleepeth.”

It is remarkable with what patience the fatally
wounded, they who already stood upon the shore,
bore their sufferings.  Some knew that they ecould
not recover, but bore it manfuly. Sometimes a
tear, and a low voice would say, “My sweet
wife,” or “ Darling,” “ Mother,” “ God forgive”
—a quiver, then all was over. Let us hope that
friend aud foe alike found favor in His sight,
where all is well.”

LOSSES AT VICKSBURG.

The Cincinnati Gazette's Vicksbur, correspon-
dent says that during the campaign of sixty-four
days ending with the capture of Vicksburg, tie
rebels lost in Killed, wounded and prisoners 433,700
men. About 71,000 stand of arms were taken,
including nearly 50,000 Enfield rifles in their
packages, which were intended for the rebel army
across the Mississippi, and 230 pieces of artillery.

CIVIC AFFAIRS.

IT seems now pretty clearly established that a
majority of the citizens of Charlottetown have no
wisk to make a change in the management of their
Corporation affuirs. To-morrow is the time ap-
pointed for the election of a Mayor and Counecillors,
and we observe not the least sign of an inteu-
tion to bring forward new men. None of our
fellow citizens beyond the charmed circle of the
Common Conncil seem desirous of entering it.
It any of them has an ambition which inclines
that way, they are too modest to avow it; and
their aspirations for eivic honours are likely to
remain ungratified. :

Is this indiffierence the result of contentment
with our municipal institutions, and the mode of
adwministering them? Wedo not thiuk itis. Bat
we believe it is owing to the political spirit which
has boen infused into the Corporation. The
Tories grasped it eagerly after the first election,—
it provides handsome pickings for some of their
friends,—for the sake of these friends they will
keep it under their control,—they know it will
not do to split up the Tory party by bringing for-
ward a new set of mes from the same side of
politics,—they will ‘herefore keep the old men;
and the Liberals foel that they are mot strong
enough to run a coutest for the places, with any
prospect of success.

For this reason we have no anxiety about to-
morrow’s election. If the City affaris are to be
administered for the future as they have been in
the past, without any improvewent worthy of
notice,~without deceut sidewalks, clean streets,
good wharfs; with fine public squares mere
nuisances ; with an old tumbling-down market
house that would disgrace the poorest village in
the world; with an empty treasury, large
| annual taxes, and a growing debt,—if tuis state of
: things is to Le continued, the Liberal Party cannot
| help it. Their opponents will be alone to blame
| for not giving us a more vigorous and progressive
| City Government, or uot abolishing the Corpura-
| ion altogether. It is quite evident that the whale
community will have to smart for at least another
year under the present state of affairs; and it is
doubtful if, at the ¢ud of that time, Charjottetown
will manifest an independent aud progressivespinit.

The question of ““ Gas or No Gas,” which was
resorved for the Civic elections, may now be con-
sideved as decided in favour of the Gas Company.
We are not sorry for it. It is the ouly improve-
went we are likely to have in our public streets,
wherein light will be absolutely necessary, during
the long winter evenings, to guide us over the
puddies of mud and snow water, heaps of filth in
the squares, dangerous crossings, aud still more
dangerous side-walks, which are to be found in
abundance in this favoured city of curs. The
present Mayor publicly stated that no further as-
sessment would have to be levied for the Gas; and
as the sum which it will cost would be entirely too
small for any considerable improvements about the
City, it is eertainly better to have the light than
be compelled to rope our way iu utter darkuess.
