The 12th day of the trial of the
58 .year-old doctor ended on anovet
of polite anger, with the attorney-
general and the chief de‘ence law-
yer glaring at each other.

The point at issue was what
Crown witness Dr. Michael
George Ashby meant when he said
natural dedth “can’t be ruled out"
in the case of Mrs. Edith Morrell,
wealthy 8lyear-old widow who
died six years ago while a patient
of Adams.

The statement was made at the
end of painstaking cross-ex

Then, ntoting that Mrs. Morrell
“passed away quietly” on the
night of Nov. 12, 1950, Lawrence
asked:

““That can’t be ruled out,” Ashby
answered,

Manningham-Buller pressed
Ashby to say whether he now be-
lives death was due to natural
causes or, as the crown alleges,
to massive injections of drugs pre-
scribed by Adams.

“I do not think she could have
survived that dosage,” he replied,
“but that dosage might well have
killed her by an apparent natural

OTTAWA CP)--The CNR has
severely restricted its 1957 capital
spending b of its sibl
effect on inflation, company presi-
dent Donald Gordon said Tuesday.

Mr. Gordon told the Commons
railway committee the manage-
ment sliced $120,000,000 from
amounts which officials recom-
mend for spending this year.

Eventual amount to be disbursed
in 1957 in the capital budget is
$268,707,000. This is up from $233.-
000,000 last year, but much of it
consists of commitments made
previously. -

“In developing 1957 proposals,”
Mr. Gordon told the committee in

its annual survey of CNR activit-|

ies, “‘we have had particular re-
gard to the impact on the Cana-
dian economy of large C.N.R. cap-
ital expenditures during a period
of heavy demand upon the re-
sources of the country.”

UNITED NATIONS, NY. (AP)
The United Nations Emergency
Force said Tuesday it has helped
break up a narcotics ring that tried
to get UEF personnel to smuggle
$500,000 worth of opium from the
Sinai Desert to lower Egypt.

A UN anpouncement issued here
and in Cairo said “several smug
glers’” were captured March 9, the
day the opium was confiscated, |
some of them “after a dramatic
night raid involving an exchange
of fire."”

The announcement was based on
a report on the case by Sgt. W. R.
Brocklebank, a member of the
Royal Canadian Army Provost
Corps, attached to the UNEF
military police.

UNEF, it said, helped trap the
ring in the Sinai Desert and in
the Deir el Ballah area in the
Gaza Strip, in co-operation with
Egyptian police of the El Qantera
area, on the Suez Canal.

U.S. Atomic Energy Commission
Monday announced plans for con-
struction of a ‘‘stellarator” — a
large experimental device on the
way to har ther 1
power for peaceful purposes.
Admiral Lewis Strausn, commis-
sion chairman, said “this is the
biggest step to date in harnessing
the source of the sun's energy for
power."”

Strauss said work on the stel-
larator would require considet-
able” outlay and work would be-
gin this summer if Congress ap-
proved it and appropriated the
necessary money.

He emphasized a¢ a press con-
ference that power from the theh-
monuclear process of fusion — as

distinet from present atomic
power fission — was a hope of
