In Warsaw, it quickly became
known the Poles were defying the
Russian leaders. Soviet ' troops
stationed in Poland began moving
in  menacing ‘‘manoeuvres.” A
now Polish strong man emerged

Wladyslaw Gomulka, recently
released from jail. Soviet Marshal
Rokosovsky was ousted from the
Polish Politburo, The net result:
Poland stayed Communist but |
won the right te direct her own |
affairs.

Poland’s victory whipped up pa- |
triotic’ sentiment in Hungary. Thel
government toppled. As in Poland,
a new strong man, Imre Nagy.'
took over. But in Hungary the
situation quickly got out of hand.

What started out on Tuesday as
street d trations in Bud
developed into a full-blown revolt:
These were mnot Communists
struggling for power among them-
selves, but patriots fighting for in-
dependence. Some Hungarian
army units went over to the reb-
el<. Soviet armed forces garris-
oned in Hungary were in action.
