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APOSTLES GATHERED AT GALILEE

Christ Begins His Ministry

THIS WEEK we study Mark's
Interpretation of Christ's ~early
ministry. This early ministry is
also known as ‘“the Galilean
ministry.” Galilee was one of
the three parts of western Pal- |
estine, the other two being Sa-
maria and Judaea (which in-
cluded Jerusalem).

Galilee was the most fertile
part of Palestine, extending
from the Lebanese slopes on the
north through the plain of Es-
draelon on the south. Grapes
and olives were major crops,
and the nume s villagers also
engaged in woolen weaving, dye-
ing and fish-curing

The fertility of the Galilean
soil apparently extended to the
minds and souls of its people;
they were known fo be broad-
minded, hardy and brave — and
much less proud than the self-
satisfied and _bigoted Judeans
around Jerusaler. For this rea-
son, no doubt, it was this sec-
tion which Christ chose for his
early ministry.

A time of about 15
has infervened between the last
verse of last week's lesson
(Mark 1:13) and the subsequent
verse, which apens today’s. The
vecord of this intervening time

is found mostly in Joha (1:19
4:42); it included casual meet-
ings ‘with some of those who
were to become Christ's disci
ples (1:35-42) and isolated mir-

acles, such as occurred at the
feast at Cana (2:1-11). His real,
active, public m how-

ever, may be said fo begin with
Christ’s entry into Galilee, which
begins our lesson.

The events described here
took place in and around Caper-
naum, a city at the northern

end of the Sea of Galilee. This ~

sea, incidentally, which is  also
called the Sea of Chinneroth
(from its harplike shape), the
Lake of Geanesatet and the Sea

o

shaped, hill-ringed lake 14 miles
long which is so beautiful that
the Talmud calls it the Sea of
God and the “entrance to Para-
dise.”

It is from Galilee that Christ
gathers, so far as we can tell,
all of his apostles except Judas.
four called in today’s les-
son were all fishermen; two of
them, Simon Peter and John,
became two of the most promi-
nent and important

Christ's first preaching at this
time was an elaboration of that
of John the Baptist, his true
forerunner. John had preached
repentance, a turning from the
natural sins of man. He could
not say, as Christ did, “Believe
in the gospel,” for the zospel of
God was made possible for us
only through His Son, Christ,
